post in the University is denied to her during this period of three (03) years, it would
adversely affect her employment benefits.

And whereas, Accordingly, the Cabinet of Ministers has granted approval on
13.06.2017 to pay Dr. (Mrs.) Nelum Deepika Udagama the salary of fulltime Lecturer
including all allowances as the Head of Department of Law Faculty of University of
