The  Election  Commission  has  issued  the  relevant  gazette  notification  nominating  Mr.  Wajira
Abeywardena as the National List Member of the United National Party, which became vacant due to
the swearing in of Hon. Ranil Wickremesinghe as the President.

Accordingly, Mr. Wajira Abeywardena will be sworn in as a Member of Parliament in the presence of
the Speaker, Hon. Mahinda Yapa Abeywardana, at the upcoming Parliamentary session.
