Regulations under Section 71 of the Colombo Port City Economic Commission Act, No. 11 of 2021

(Published in the Gazette Extraordinary No. 2469/02 of 29" December 2025)

Introduction

The Colombo Port City (Development Control) Regulations No. 1 of 2023 were first published in the
Extraordinary Gazette No. 2334/47 dated 2 June 2023. The initial set of amendments to these Regulations
was subsequently issued through the Extraordinary Gazette No. 2358/70 dated 17 November 2023.

This second amendment to the Colombo Port City (Development Control) Regulations addresses key
infrastructural needs, investor requirements, technical corrections, and planning clarifications. These
amendments are based on reviews conducted during the Interim Commission Meeting (25" July 2025) and
the 60" Commission Meeting (20" August 2025), supported by reports from the Planning Consultant
(Surbana Jurong) and recommendations from the Planning Committee of the Colombo Port City Economic
Commission (CPCEC). The changes ensure alignment with the Master Plan while enhancing the project's
operational viability and investment appeal.

Key Amendments Summarized:

1. Land Area Adjustment for Substation (Plot 2-PU-00):

e Purpose: To resolve a land shortfall of 682.54 m2 and provide necessary access for a critical
220/33kV Primary Substation (SSR2) in Phase 1.

e Action: Reallocation of area from adjacent Plots 2-PF-00 and 2-P-05 to Plot 2-PU-00, with
a corresponding adjustment to the public street (2-RS-00).

2. Adjustment to Maximum Building Heights:

e Purpose: To accommodate investor-driven architectural and design requirements for specific
plots, thereby enhancing investment potential.

e Action: Revision of maximum permissible building heights in Regulation 48 (Plot
Parameters), following a formal recommendation by the CPCEC Planning Committee.
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3. Reduction in Minimum Retail Percentage:

e Purpose: To mitigate market risks of oversupply and potential vacancy by aligning retail space with
demand analysis for the Colombo Central Business District.

e Action: The minimum retail requirement for Mixed-Use and Commercial plots is reduced to 5% of
the total Gross Floor Area, while maintaining ground-level retail to ensure urban vibrancy.

4. Technical Correction to Open Space (Beach) Area:

e Purpose: To correct a discrepancy in the documented area of the public beach.
e Action: The Open Space (Beach) area is corrected from 32,577 m2 to 147,47G mz2in
Regulations 47 and 48, based on the Sri Lanka Survey Department's official plan.

5. Revision to Uses Matrix Classification:

e Purpose: To provide planning clarity by recognizing the distinct functional requirements of two
major developments currently under a single land-use category.

e Action: The combined "Culture and Healthcare" category for Plots 3-01-06 (Hospital) and 3-01-09
(Convention C Exhibition Centre) is separated into two distinct entries in the Uses Matrix.

6. Technical Correction to Plot and Street Areas:

e Purpose: To rectify an allocation error where a portion of a public street was incorrectly included in
a development plot.

e Action: Transfer of 519.22 m2 from Plot 3-01-09 to the adjacent Public Street (Plot 3-RS- 00).

This suite of amendments ensures the Colombo Port City's regulatory framework remains robust, responsive
to practical requirements, and conducive to strategic investment, supporting the project's long-term success.

Observations of the Committee

The Committee observed the followings;

*  Amendments to the Colombo Port City (Development Control) Regulations has allocated additional land
for the electrical substation required to supply power to the Port City, as the area originally designated
proved insufficient after finalizing the design. The additional land, obtained from adjacent public plots,
will not be transferred to the Ceylon Electricity Board but will be granted for utility use under a right of
use arrangement.

* The amendment has removed the fixed maximum height limits for buildings across the Port City plots to
provide greater flexibility for investors, while maintaining the overall Gross Floor Area and the intended
skyline concept. Development proposals will continue to be reviewed by a Planning Committee
comprising relevant technical authorities, and building heights must also comply with the requirements
of the Civil Aviation Authority of Sri Lanka.

* The planning consultancy “Surbana Jurong” was consulted and provided a report indicating that
adjustments to building heights would not significantly impact the master plan, as long as the Gross Floor
Area remains unchanged.

*  While development proposals may require approvals from external institutions—including the National
Water Supply and Drainage Board, the Ceylon Electricity Board, the Central Environmental Authority,
and the Civil Aviation Authority of Sri Lanka—officials noted that investors do not approach these
agencies directly. Instead, the Commission coordinates all necessary approvals for planning clearance,
including key infrastructure capacities such as electricity, water supply, and wastewater management, on
behalf of investors.

» Significant public funds have been invested by the Government of Sri Lanka to provide essential utilities
up to the boundary of the Port City, including water supply, electricity infrastructure, and road access,
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highlighting the importance of ensuring that such public investment yields appropriate financial returns
to the Government.

Under the governing legislation of the Port City, the Project Company is required to remit 1% of the lease
value of its marketable land to the Consolidated Fund. In addition, proceeds from government-owned
marketable land within the project area will be transferred in full to the Consolidated Fund after deducting
related expenditures. These constitute the principal financial returns to the Government from the project.

The Regulations previously required a minimum retail space allocation of between 10% and 30% in
certain mixed-development zones. Based on a market study conducted by the project company, which
indicated that retail space in Colombo suburbs generally ranges between 5% and 10%, the Commission
has proposed reducing the minimum retail requirement to 5%, while allowing developers to exceed this
percentage depending on their project requirements.

A technical error had been identified in the Regulations relating to the measurement of the beach area.
The previously stated figure of 32,577 square meters has been corrected to 147,479 square meters in
accordance with the final plan issued by the Surveyor General.

The existing land-use category titled “Cultural and Healthcare” had included both hospitals and
convention centres within the same classification, which under the complementary land-use matrix
permitted incompatible uses such as nightclubs to be located adjacent to hospital facilities. Accordingly,
the regulation has been amended to separate these uses and assign appropriate complementary uses to
each category.

Several high-rise developments in other parts of Colombo have reportedly failed to comply fully with
building regulations and lack Certificates of Conformity, highlighting the importance of ensuring strict
compliance with building regulations in order to avoid similar issues arising within the Port City.

Water supply for the Port City is currently sourced from the National Water Supply and Drainage Board,
while electricity is provided through infrastructure operated by the Ceylon Electricity Board, with no
backup supply mechanisms in place in the event that these institutions are unable to meet future demand.

Recommendations of the Committee

After consideration the Committee recommended the followings;

The existing regulatory framework governing approvals from external institutions, such as the National
Water Supply and Drainage Board, the Ceylon Electricity Board, and the Central Environmental
Authority, should be reviewed by the Commission to examine whether such approvals can be
streamlined. It should also determine whether necessary improvements can be implemented through
regulatory amendments or administrative guidance, and subsequently submit a report on the matter to the
Committee.

The regulatory criteria applied by line agencies when granting approvals for developments within the
Colombo Port City should be clearly defined and effectively communicated by the Commission to
provide clarity and certainty to prospective investors.

Documentary evidence of the consultation and written opinion obtained from the planning consultant
company named “Surbana Jurong” regarding the proposed amendments to the building height regulations
should be provided to the Committee by the Commission.

The possibility of establishing alternative or backup arrangements for essential utilities, including water
and electricity supply, should be explored by the Commission in order to mitigate risks arising from
reliance on a single provider.
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» A formal coordination mechanism between the Board of Investment and the Colombo Port City
Economic Commission should be established to ensure alignment of investment promotion activities and
prevent overlaps or conflicts in their mandates.

o Determination of the Remuneration and Conditions of Service of the Officers and Employees of the
Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption under the Anti-Corruption Act, No. 9 of
2023 (Included in the Addendum to the Order Book No. 3(8) of Parliament of 06" March 2026)

Introduction

1. Section 26(2) of the Anti-Corruption Act, No. 9 of 2023, stipulates that the remuneration and conditions
of service of the officers and employees considered necessary by the Commission to Investigate
Allegations of Bribery or Corruption in terms of the Act shall be approved by Parliament. Accordingly,
H.E. the President presented the Cabinet Paper dated 25.01.2026 for the purpose of obtaining approval
to present the said proposal to Parliament, and the Cabinet approved it at its meeting held on 23.02.2026.

2. This will grant Parliamentary approval only for the remuneration proposal and conditions of service of
the officers and employees of the Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption, and
does not propose any amendments to the allowances of the Commission members including the
Chairman, or the Director-General.

3. Section 26(1) of the Anti-Corruption Act stipulates that the Commission to Investigate Allegations of
Bribery or Corruption may, subject to Rules made under the Act, appoint officers and employees as the
Commission deems necessary for the efficient discharge of its functions. Accordingly, the Commission
has determined and approved the categories of officers and employees and the number of such posts at
the Commission meeting held on 26.08.2025.

4. The Director-General of Management Services, by his letters dated 11.08.2025 and 19.12.2025, has
communicated to the Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery Commission the concurrence of
the Minister of Finance in terms of section 26(2) of the Act for the remuneration structure in respect of
such officers and employees. Accordingly, the remuneration structure, determined as appropriate by the
Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption has been prepared.

5. The Minister of Justice, by a Gazette notification made under section 1(2) of the Anti-Corruption Act,
No. 9 of 2023, has made an order enforcing the Anti-Corruption Act, No. 9 of 2023; with effect from 15
September 2023. However, the officers and employees required by the Commission have not been
appointed in accordance with section 26 of the Act to date and in the absence of such appointments, the
objectives of the Anti-Corruption Act cannot be realized, and the continued functioning of the
Commission will be in question. Accordingly, making the said appointments is a legal requirement, and
Parliamentary approval is required in accordance with the provisions set out in section 26 of the Act.

6. The Commission requires the staff mentioned in the Motion to discharge the broad range of functions it
has been assigned with the enforcement of the Anti-Corruption Act, and paying due regard to the
specialized nature of the assigned functions, it is vital to have a remuneration structure capable of
attracting and recruiting competent and experienced officers.

Summary of the facts presented for Parliamentary approval

I.  To grant the approval of the Parliament of Sri Lanka to the remuneration proposal, which has received
the concurrence of the Minister of Finance, and determined as appropriate by the Commission to
Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption.

. When applying the relevant circular provisions governing allowances payable to staff of State
corporations, statutory boards and fully State-owned enterprises for the purpose of payment of
allowances under No. 04 of the said remuneration proposal, to grant the concurrence of the Parliament
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of Sri Lanka for the Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption to determine the
corresponding categories of officers or posts entitled to such allowances.

To grant concurrence of the Parliament of Sri Lanka for the Commission to determine the conditions of
service referred to in Section 26(2) of the Anti-Corruption Act in terms of Section 32(1) of the Act and
power to make such Rules in terms of sections 32(2) and 157(1) of the Act.

To grant Parliamentary approval for the Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption
to place the officers and employees holding office of the Commission established under the Commission
to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption Act, No. 19 of 1994 who are to be appointed to the
Commission established under the Anti-Corruption Act, No. 9 of 2023 (not exceeding 63 officers) in
appropriate pensionable posts approved under section 26(1) of the Anti-Corruption Act and at suitable
salary steps, in accordance with section 163 (2) (h) of the Anti-Corruption Act in the manner stated there.

Observations of the Committee

The Committee observed the followings;

Under Section 26(1) of the Anti-Corruption Act, No. 9 of 2023, the Commission to Investigate
Allegations of Bribery or Corruption is empowered to appoint such officers and employees as it considers
necessary for the performance of its functions. Section 26(2) of the Act requires that their remuneration
and conditions of service be approved by Parliament. Accordingly, the Commission has determined the
required cadre, and the proposed salary structure—developed by the Department of Management
Services with new salary scales created specifically for the Commission—has been finalized with the
concurrence of the Minister of Finance.

The Attorney General had expressed the opinion that the provisions of the Public Financial Management
Act, No. 44 of 2024 do not apply to the Determination of the Remuneration and Conditions of Service of
the Officers and Employees of the Commission under the Anti-Corruption Act.

The Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption currently operates under a
centralized model in Colombo, requiring investigations across the country to be coordinated from
Colombo. In this regard, the Commission intends to decentralize its operations by establishing at least
nine provincial offices within the current year, with a longer-term objective of setting up offices in all 24
districts, thereby facilitating investigations and reducing the burden on complainants and witnesses.

The basic salaries for legal officers had been aligned with the salary structure applicable to legal officers
in the Attorney General's Department, while additional institutional allowances, including an Anti-
Corruption Risk Allowance and a Performance Allowance, had been introduced. However, despite these
special allowances, legal officers attached to the Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or
Corruption would continue to receive a lower take-home pay than those in the Attorney General's
Department. Notwithstanding this discrepancy, approval had been sought in order to proceed with the
recruitment process and avoid further delays, with the expectation that the matter could be addressed
subsequently.

The salary levels of the Commissioners and the Director General of will be finalized separately and are
expected to be aligned with the salary level of the judges of the Court of Appeal.

Recommendations of the Committee

After consideration the Committee recommended the followings;

The committee recommended that the salary levels of the Commissioners and the Director General of
may be aligned with the salary level of the judges of the Court of Appeal.
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Decision of the Committee

After consideration, the Committee agreed to;
