Sir, this particular Item relates to the Code of Criminal
Procedure (Special Provisions) Act, No. 42 of 2007. We
are seeking to extend the operation of this Act as per the
Gazette Notification that has been published on the 30" of
May 2011 for a further period of two years.

Sir, the provisions of this Act basically go to curtail
the inquiry procedure before magistrates, to prevent
protracted inquiries and to expedite the delay that is
entailed in criminal matters before the magistrate. We
have, for the third time, now come before the House to
extend it once again.

The legal effect is to enhance the period of detention
in police custody beyond the 24 hours that is described in
the Criminal Procedure Code to 48 hours and that too, in
certain specified circumstances only. If at all a police
officer wishes to go beyond 24 hours and hold a suspect
in custody, then he will have to get an officer, not below
the rank of an ASP, to get permission to continue
detention and that is also under judicial supervision. I
must say very specifically, if required, a suspect is
entitled even to ask for the assistance of an Attorney-at-
Law, which is not even provided in the Fundamental
Rights Chapter of the Constitution. Access to an Attorney
-at-Law is not there as a matter of right even under
Article 13 of our Fundamental Rights Chapter. But we
have in this case provided for all those safeguards since a
suspect is sought to be held beyond 24 hours and that too
with a limit of only 48 hours. This has been quite useful
in trying to successfully complete investigations and bring
the suspects before the process of law in this country.

And then, the other particular amendment that this Act
envisages, the change that it brings, is empowering the
Attorney-General to forward direct indictments in certain
cases. Those types of cases have already been given in

the Schedule and this, too, in cases where it creates public
disquiet. For instance, a case which creates concern
among the public like the recent Angulana murder case.
There, when the Attorney-General feels that a direct
indictment is better, the discretion is conferred on him
to call for the file and file direct indictments cutting
short the procedure that is entailed in the Criminal
Procedure Code to circumvent the summary procedure
there. Sir, this has been in operation for the last six years.
The very fact that our Government is only extending it
for a period of two years as envisaged here is to see the
efficacy and the acceptability of such a procedure not
only from the Official Bar and the Judiciary side but
also to see whether our Bar Association, the private bar
is satisfied with this procedure. What | feel is that we
could certainly bring it as a permanent amendment into
the Criminal Procedure Code after some discussion if this
is acceptable to all the stakeholders. And this matter, we
can discuss later. But | feel that we need not have these
temporary provisions being extended all the time. | must
say that when this matter came up before the Cabinet, |
was a Minister in the then Cabinet, and what was sought
to be done was to have a permanent feature, a permanent
amendment to the Criminal Procedure Code. There were
several of us who were lawyer-Ministers in the Cabinet
who felt that this must be properly bounced off with all
the stakeholders before we bring in these changes.

That is why we finally amended it as a temporary
provision for two years. So, once again, we are placing it
and we can look at the way it functions. After sufficient
discussion, we may consider to have this as a permanent
feature of our Criminal Procedure Code.

I was told that there have been certain issues relating
to the gazetting of the Act itself. That has been done well
within the time as envisaged by Section 7(2) which
states, | quote:

“.... within one month prior to the expiration of the period of
operation of this Act.”

That had been duly done and we would wish that the
House approves this extension of the Act that we are
seeking by this Gazette Notification.

There has been a similar issue yesterday where some
Members of the Opposition were seeking to make out
that the Government is intending to virtually declare
military law all over the country by the Gazette
Notification that had been published. - [Interruption.]
No, this is not a similar one. This is an ordinary law. But
I must very clearly say that even yesterday’s argument
was quite misplaced because these are powers vested in
the President and he has duly gazetted and again on the
06th of this month another Gazette, Gazette No. 1722/ 17
has been issued calling upon the armed forces to maintain
law and order and assist the police. In extraordinary
circumstances this power is vested in the President to
call upon the armed forces. In fact, | had a lengthy chat
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with the Commander of the Army this morning. He very
specifically says that only when the police calls upon the
Army to come and assist them, they will come out,
otherwise they are confined to the barracks. -

A
time limit is given and the lapsing takes place
automatically. But this is not such an instance where a
specific time limit is given. The responsibility of the
Government is to gazette it but there is no time limit
given to seek the approval of Parliament. Therefore, that
must be borne in mind, Mr. Deputy Speaker, because this
would otherwise create an unnecessary anomalous
situation. That is something that must be borne in mind.

Hon. Deputy Speaker, Emergency Regulations are law
and therefore whatever he says - in this instance also | am
talking of legislation - but let us keep the Emergency
Regulations aside. | am quoting Article 76 (1) of the
Constitution which states:

“Parliament shall not abdicate or in any manner alienate its
legislative power, ...”

Now, under its legislative power it passed this law for
two years and then at the end of it you can either extend
it by bringing in an amending Act or, like in many
legislations you have provision to extend it by a
Resolution of Parliament - either before it passes or by
giving notice after that date. Now what we have done in
this House is, one month before you must give notice
saying, “We are going to extend it.” So, people are aware
of it. If you do not do so, it lapses. The Hon.
Puththirasigamoney as the Acting Minister gave notice of
it. But, that is not sufficient. The law also requires that it
has to be approved by Parliament and it has to be
gazetted, because this is the exercise of legislative power.
Now, my Hon. Friend says that there was no date put.
But, | have a different view. Let us say that there was no
date put and you could have taken it up in December or
any other time, but you had given notice. But the fact is
that the Parliament to which this Gazette was tabled was
dissolved. So, the whole thing came to an end with it and
that is all. 1 do not concede but, you can say for
argument’s sake that everything done until the day the
Parliament dissolved is valid. But, even in that case you
cannot go beyond that and say that anything done after
that is valid. You did not gazette it. When the new
Parliament met in April, you cannot come and re-gazette
it because the Gazette had to come just one month
before. So, irrespective the Hon. Puththirasigamoney’s
Gazette, the whole thing, the Act, has lapsed. You
cannot now say that you are going to pass it. As the
Minister of Justice, you have to look at that side. If there
has been a mistake made by you, admit it and look at

some other way of bringing this in. We have our own
views on it. But, nevertheless, as far as the procedure is
concerned, there is no Act; there is no authority, because
Section 7 no longer operates. There have to be two
switches to be put on, two Gazettes - one is the Gazette
published one month before the expiration date and the
other is the Gazette notifying the passage. There is no
notice here to this House or to the country that this has
been passed. The House has been dissolved. So, since my
Friend has admitted that there is no Gazette under Section
7(4), he has not complied under Section 7 (4). This is
why it is such an important issue and | feel that with
the view of the House, that this matter be referred to the
Hon. Speaker.

Hon. Deputy Speaker, improper management of waste
may be a source of danger to natural environment and
public health. Rapid development for fast economic
growth to raise the living standard of people leads to
increase of quantity of the municipal solid waste. Further,
solid waste is a pollutant of air, water and soil and it is
also an aesthetic or visual pollutant.

Haphazard disposal of waste along the roadways had
been a serious issue in Sri Lanka probably in the main
cities. In 2008, this matter was discussed at a stakeholder
committee meeting and it was noted that one of the main
reasons is absence of regulation which compels the local
authorities and the general public to drive for a proper
waste collection system.

It is the public duty of the government agencies vested
with the responsibilities of protecting the environment
and managing environmental pollution to regulate waste
management within the country. With a view to
addressing the above problem caused by improper solid
waste management and to avoid dumping and collection
of garbage alongsides of national highways during
daytime, the Central Environmental Authority has taken
an initiative to regulate cleaning of streets by Order
published under Gazette No. 1627/19 dated 10.11.2009
under the provisions of the National Environmental Act,
No. 47 of 1980 amended by Act, No. 56 of 1988 and Act,
No. 53 of 2000.

The provisions of this Gazette Notification allow
dumping solid waste only at places designated by the
relevant local authority or by a person authorized by them
on that behalf. No person is allowed to dump municipal
solid waste along the sides of national highways.
Further, it only allows collecting municipal solid waste
during 6.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. from respective households
and from 6.00 p.m. to 6.00 a.m. from any designated
places.

Since the issue is very crucial in the Western
Province, it was decided to implement this Regulation in
the Western Province initially and thereafter extend it to
the other provinces. Initially, it was decided to implement
this Regulation within the limits of municipal councils
and urban councils since the issue is very much focused
on the national highways which are located within these
limits.

Sir, the Central Environmental Authority has taken
action to inform all the municipal councils and urban
councils in the Western Province to inform the CEA of
the designated places for dumping municipal solid waste
as mentioned in the Regulation. Most of the local
authorities have responded to the above request.
Discussions are underway with the local authorities and
the Police Department as to how this Regulation should
be effectively enforced to achieve the objectives of the
Regulation.
