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Report of the Director / Principal

Ceylon German Technical Training Institute

Ceylon German Technical Training Institute is one of the foremost technical training
institutes created for the benefit of the Automobile and allied Trades. The primary
objective of our Institute is imparting a very high level modern training to the trainees
through a systematically developed technology for the Automobile and allied Trades by
maintaining the standards required as an excellent Training Centre in the Automobile
Sector. The apprentices who received training in this Institute had the opportunity of

securing jobs in local institutions as well as in foreign countries.

According to an agreement signed between the Government of Ceylon and the
Government of the Federal Republic of Germany in the year 1958, this Institute was
established in the premises of the Ceylon Transport Board Workshop as the Ceylon —
German Technical School affiliated to the Ceylon Transport Board with the objective of
providing trained mechanics for carrying out repairs to the buses manufactured according
to modern technology exported to this country by the Government of Germany. With the
increase of the fleet of buses of the Ceylon Transport Board, the institution was shifted to
the present location at Moratuwa as the improved Ceylon German Technical Training
Institute and Workshop in the year 1974 with the objective of enrolling 150 apprentices.
At present the Institute conducts 9 full-time courses including Automobile Technical
Course and conducts 37 other short term courses as evening or weekend courses. The
demand, both local and foreign, for the apprentices who successfully completed the
technical training of the Institute increased rapidly. In order to meet such demand, the
number of apprentices enrolled had to be increased gradually. Action was taken to recruit
350 apprentices for the full-time courses while 55 apprentices were enrolled to the Borella
Branch afflicted to the Institute.

In this year, we were able to organize a skills competition concurrently with the
International Youth Day for the apprentices receiving training in all Technical Institutes
functioning under the Ministry. The supply of a Automotive Electrical System for

updating the Auto Electrical Course enabled in apprentice view the modern accessories in
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the motor vehicles in actual situation and acquire a broad understanding of their working.
The establishment of the Factory Automation Laboratory for the apprentice following the
Power Electricity Course and the supply of the modern training equipment enabled the
enhancement of the training of the apprentices. The new CNC Machine procured for the
Modern Technology Training Division provided the opportunity for the apprentices
following the Machinery Course to study new technology. As action was taken for the
improvement of the other infrastructure facilities in keeping with the increase in the
number of apprentices it was possible to conduct the courses of the Institute with added

efficiency and success.

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Ceylon-German Technical Training Institute (CGTTI1)-2012
1. Introduction

The Ceylon — German Technical Training Institute (CGTTI) is the foremost institute in Sri Lanka
for the training of skilled technicians in the field of Automobile and allied trades. The institute
was originally established in 1959 at the premises of the central workshop of the Sri Lanka
Transport Board at Werahera. This was a result of an agreement entered into between the
government of Federal Republic of Germany and Sri Lanka to supply training assistance in the

maintenance of the bus fleet, which belonged to the Sri Lanka Transport Board.

The Institute was shifted to Moratuwa in 1974 and re-named as the Ceylon-German
Technical Training Institute. It was originally set up and managed by a German Director and his
German staff until February 29, 1976. Then its management was handed over to Sri Lanka,
under a Director /Principal and local Staff. The CGTTI was administered under Sri Lanka
Transport Board until April 2004. In 2004 this institute was handed over to Ministry of Skills
Development Vocational and Technical Education. From November 2005 CGTTI was handed
over to Ministry of Skills Development and Public Enterprise Reforms. In February 2007, CGTTI
was handed over to the Presidential Secretariat. In October 19, 2007, the CGTTI was handed
over to the Ministry of Transport. As from 2010, the CGTTI comes under the purview of the

Ministry of Youth Affairs & Skills Development.

Vision - To become the best auto motive training institute in South Asia.

Mission-Systematically develop the technology related to Automotive and other technical
trades and to provide training to students to be appropriately equipped to perform at the
highest level of competence and thereby maintain high standards as the centre of excellence for

Report of the Auditor General on the Financial Statements of the Ceylon German
Technical Training Institute for the year ended 31 December 2012

The audit of financial statements of the Ceylon German Technical Training Institute for
the year ended 31 December 2012 comprising the balance sheet as at 31 December2012,
financial performance report, cash flow statement for the year then ended and a summary
of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information was carried out
under my direction in pursuance of provisions in Article 154(1) of the Democratic
Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka. My comments and observations on these financial
statements appear in this report.

A detailed report for the year under review had been issued to the Principal of the
Institute on 13 August 2013.

Management’s Responsibility for the financial statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial
statements in accordance with Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards and such
internal control as the management determines is necessary to enable the preparation of
financial statements that are free from material misstatements whether due to fraud or
error.

Auditor’s Responsibility

My responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on my
audit. I conducted my audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards. Those
standards require that I comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit
to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatements.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor’s
judgements, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatements of the
financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the
auditor considers internal control relevant to the Institute’s preparation and fair
presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are
appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the
effectiveness of the Institute’s internal control. An audit also includes evaluating the
appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting

Financial Results
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According to the financial statements presented the operation of the Institute had resulted
in a net deficit of Rs.8,741,776 as compared with the net deficit of Rs.12,819,9§7 for the
preceding year. An improvement of Rs.4,078,221 in the financial results was shown as
compared with that of the preceding year and the overall increase of 17,215,322 in
revenue in the year under review had been the reason for this improvement.

An apprentice insurance fund had been established for the pa'yment of
compensation arising from accidents caused during the training period by
recovering Rs.275 per yea_r from the apprentices mohthly allowance of
Rs.1000. The accumulated balance of this fund as at 31 December 2012
amounted to Rs.5,131,876. A sum of Rs.3,489,944 from receipts had been
invested in fixed deposits and a sum of Rs.2,059,985 had existed as a bank
balance. However, the Treasury approval had not been obtained for this
fund and there were no accidents after 2009.

A sum of Rs.32,927,073 had been invested in fixed deposits without
Treasury approval.

According to a decision of the Board of Control taken in September 2003,
the approval had been granted to pay a monthly allowance of Rs.1900 to
the officer who prepared pay sheets until the computerization of Accounts
Division. At present this monthly allowance had been increased to
Rs.7,400 without decision of the Board of Control. However, the
preparation of salaries had been done through the payroll system software
in the year 2012 but the allowance of Rs.88,800 had been paid for that
year as well

Management Inefficiencies

Two loan balances totalling Rs.7,412,718 brought forward since 2005 had not
been settled even by 31 December 2012.

Weaknesses in Contract Administration

The contract for the construction of the building for the Air Conditioning

and Refrigerator Training Division had been awarded to a contractor on an
agreement of Rs.51,046,550. The following observations are made in this
regard. '

. 'A,qcording to the agreement the construction works should have
been completed by February 2011 but it had not been completed
even by May 2013 and the contract ]')'eri‘od had also not been
extended. ' '

‘. Acéording to the in interim paymeni certificate submitted in March
2011 the value of work done amodﬁted to Rs.31,732,835 and the
work to be done estimated at Rs.19,313,716. Although more than
two years elapsed after being submitted the bill no any
construction work had been carried out thereafter.

e The value of extra work done amounted to Rs.14,119,591. Action
had not been taken to call for quotations and award the work in
terms of provisions in the Government procurement Guidelines
although it represented 28 per cent of the agreed amount.

e The validity period of performance bond had elapsed in January
2012.

¢ Liquidated damaged could not be recovered as such condmons had
not been included in the agreement.

e In terms of Guideline 8.122 of the Govemment Procurement
Guidelines a certificate in respect of the work completion was not
available, but a sum of Rs. 2,981,063 had been paid to the State
Engineering Corporation for consultancy services.

The contract for the establishment of a computerized accounting system
covering the accounting, fixed assets, preparation of wages and stock
control. had been awarded at Rs.985,000 and a sum of Rs.621,614 had
been paid by March 2011. The following observations are made in this
regard.

~ ® Only the salaries processing system had been utilized in the year
12012, but the accounting system and fixed asses systems costing
'Rs.890,000 and Rs.95,000 respectively had not been utilized up to
May 2013.
e According to the agreement the supplier had agreed to train the
accounting staff free of charge but it had not been done.
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(d) Personal Administration

- An officer had been appointed on an assignment basis for the post of Civil
Engineer of the Institute since October 2011 without the approval of the Secretary
to the Ministry, and a sum of Rs.253,676 had been paid as his allowances up to
May 2013. According to the Public Finance Circular No. 449 dated 23 February
2011, such assignments should not exceed 45 days and limit to only emergency
services. Contrary to that this appomtment had been made for an approved post.

Sy'stems and Control

Weaknesses in systems and control were brought to the notice of the principal of the
Institute from time to time. Special attention is needed in respect of the following areas
of control.

3.4.2 Comments on Financial Statements

Accounting Deficiencies

(@)

The funds for the Reconstruction of a classroom of the Institute and
Conversion to Conference Room, the construction of the Head Office and the
reconstruction of the roof of the Motor Vehicles Repair Division had been

allocated from the capital provisions in the Budget for the year 2012.

The teaching activities of the course on Architecture of the institute was
transferred to the new three storied building and that classroom was
reconstructed as the Conference Room of the institute. The building
reconstruction work such as the reconstruction and painting of the damage
walls of the classroom, laying of floor tiles, new construction of the building
and the supply of all necessary equipment for the Conference Room under the
furniture and fittings was awarded through tenders to one contractor. The
expenditure incurred on the work amounted to Rs.2.68 million. As such the
painting of the building cannot be considered as a recurrent expenditure
incurred on normal painting of building done annually. This construction

results is enhancing the effective life of the building.

The reconstruction of the Head Office for a sum of Rs.568,108.80 was
awarded to a contractor through the tender procedure. That included work
such as the removal of the cemented floor and laying of floor tiles, dismantling
of the existing partitions and re-fixing, repair and painting of cracked walls,
repairing defects and painting of doors and windows, etc. This work also
cannot be considered as building maintenance expenditure. Provision under
capital funds under the reconstruction of buildings had been made for this

purpose.
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The iron trusses of the roof of the Motor Vehicles Repair Division were fully cleaned,
modernized and painted. The provisions required for this purpose as well were

allocated under the reconstructions of buildings.

(b) Action was taken for the revaluation of all the motor vehicles of the institution as at
31 December 2013. Similarly action was taken to appoint Committees to register all
the books received as donations and the books of the library of the Institute and
obtain the value. Similarly, action is being taken for the proper disclosure in the

accounting record.

Irregular Transactions

The Treasury approval for the maintenance of Apprentices Personal Accident and Insurance

Benefit Scheme by the Ceylon German Technical Training Institute by including the
provisions for that in the Act of the Institute was granted by letter No.  PF/FD/04/198-
VOL.1-1 dated 28 May 2013. (Annexe 01) Similarly, action is being taken to include

that in the Act of the Institute.

The money has been deposited in the Current Account No. 683163 opened in the name of the

Fund in the Moratuwa Branch of the Bank of Ceylon and in fixed deposits in that Bank.

Accidents will not occur very often as necessary instructions have been given and awareness
created and as necessary steps have been taken to prevent accidents. Nevertheless, the
occurrence or non-occurrence of accidents cannot be specifically predicted. In the past even

deaths had resulted from accidents such as gas explosions.

No payments were made in the year 2012 as there were no claims for compensation.

. Application has been made to the Director General of the National Budget through the

Secretary of the Ministry for obtaining the Treasury approval for the fixed deposits. The

copies of those documents are forwarded herewith. (Annexe No. 02)

Approval was granted for the payment of overtime for 48 hours to the Clerk who prepares the
salaries of the Ceylon German Technical Training Institute and its Borella Branch. After the
promotion of the officer to Clerk Grade V, preparation of salaries in addition to the duties of
that grade was assigned to him and, the approval for the payment of an allowance equivalent

to 48 hours of overtime was obtained.

Accordingly action was taken for the payment of a monthly allowance. The allowance is
increased in keeping with the salary increments. Even though the preparation of salaries was
computerized in the year 2012, salaries were prepared by the computer as well as manually in

order to identify certain errors in that system.

This matter was discussed at the meeting of the Advisory Board held on 28 August 2013 and
decided to assign the preparation of salaries to another officer and for the preparation through
a computer software. Similarly action was taken to stop the payment of the additional

allowances to that officer.

Management Weaknesses

The value of a stock of spare parts given by the Sri Lanka Transport Board and the total of the
SL CTB Account in the ledger accounts of the Institute had been shown as two unsettled
Loan Accounts. In this case, the Stock of spare parts valued at Rs.6,279,189.00 given to the
Institute by the Central Workshop of the SLCTB Werahera was treated and brought to

account as a donation and as such it is not a loan balance. It is an asset of the Institute.

The transactions between the Head Office of the SL CTB and the Institute at the time the
Ceylon German Technical Training Institute functioned under the SL CTB were made
through current accounts in the ledger. In most instances those transactions were made
without the intentions of recovery. At present a debit balance of Rs.1,133,529.00 appears in
the ledger as the SL CTB Current Account. A letter in connection with this matter has been
sent to the Head Office of the SL CTB. Action will be taken to examine this matter with that

institution and eliminate it from the books before 31 December 2014.

Deficiencies in Contract Administration

The contract period of the three storied building constructed for the Air-conditioning and
Refrigeration Training Division was extended from 02 February 2011 to 31 October 2011.
The work was completed on that date and action was taken to open on 17 November 2011.
The final bill was not settled until the rectification of the construction defects identified such
as failure to paint a staircase, non-installation of a sliding door in place of an iron door as
agreed and the deficits in the wiring for the computer network and the telephone system
assigned in addition to the contract awarded. The defects pointed out have been rectified at

present.
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Even though the work on the construction of the building were completed by the time of
submitting in interim payment certificate in March 2012, the State Engineering
Corporation had not certified the final bill due to the non-rectification of several defects

pointed out.

Even though the value of work done was stated as Rs.31,732,835.00, any work to be
executed amounting to Rs.19,313,716.00 did exist. By that time, the work on the contract
awarded was completed. The understatement of the value of completed work is due to
the possibility of carrying out the work of the contract awarded below the
estimated expenditure and the separate inclusion of value of the work assigned in

addition to certain work planned.

The construction of the Air-conditioning and Refrigeration Division building was
awarded to the Waterman Engineering Company (Pvt) Ltd. for Rs.51,046,550.80. Action
in accordance with the instructions of the State Engineering Corporation was taken for the
company to execute the work including several items of work necessary for the building
in addition to the work as planned in the contract awarded without exceeding the

estimated value of the award. (The list of additional work is annexed. Annexe No. 03)

All construction works have been completed and the final bill amounting to
Rs.48,217,561.03 (not including taxes) has been submitted. Accordingly it was possible to
complete the work including the additional work for less than the value of the contract
awarded. Separate tender was not awarded as the construction company carried out the

additional work also within the limit of the contract awarded.

The period of contract was not extended beyond 31 October 2011. As such, the period of
the Performance Bond was also not extended. The date of completion of the work had
been accepted at 31 October 2011.

As the contractor had completed the work within the period allowed and handed over the

work the recovery of liquidated damages did not arise.

The entire amount payable as consultancy fees to the State Engineering Corporation has
not been paid. Based on the certifications furnished by that institute 75 per cent of the
amount payable was paid. The State Engineering Corporation has at present furnished the

certification of completion of work. (Annexe No. 04)

The computerized Accounting and Fixed Assets System had to be temporarily suspended due
to the defects in the system detected during the installation and implementation of the system.
It was not possible to maintain this system as planned due to the failure of the supplier
company to rectify properly the defects in the Computerized Accounting System, inadequacy
of the knowledge on Computerized Accounting System of the Accounting Staff and the

failure of the supplier company to provide proper training.

e At present action is being taken to examine the defects in the accounting system, rectify
the defects and reinstall the system as well as providing training to the staff. Action while
be taken to complete the work and use the Computerized Accounting and Fixed Assets
System by 31 December 2014.

Staff Administration

This officer was recruited for the civil supervision work in connection with the construction
work of the Borella Branch and the new building for the Air-conditioning and Refrigeration
Division of the Institute, and a daily allowances only is paid to him. Even though the letter of
appoint and was issued under deployment on assignment basis, his appointment needs to be

amended as “on the daily basis” due to the payment of only a daily allowances.

In view of the circumstances, action will be taken to amend the letter of appointment. The
construction of the Air-conditioning Building has been completed at present. According to the
new Staff Estimate and the Scheme of Recruitment, a new post of Maintenance Assistance
has been created for those duties and action will be taken recruit a suitable person for that post
by calling for application. In the meantime, necessary action will be taken for termination of

the service of this officer.

With regard to the construction, accounting and staff, discussions were held with the
respective officers and instructions were issued. Special attention will be paid in the failure on

the respective sectors.
