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The Composition and Functions of the Judicial Service

Commission

The Judicial Service Commission has been established under the provisions
of article III D of the Constitution. The objective of establishing the Judicial
Service Commission as an independent Commission is to safeguard the
independence of the Judiciary. While the Chief Justice becomes the Chairman of
the Judicial Service Commission by virtue of office, two Judges of the Supreme
Court are appointed by the President as Members. A Secretary is appointed to the
Judicial Service Commission by the Commission and he or she is appointed from

amongst the Judges of the Courts of First Instance.

02. Hon. Chief Justice, W.P.G.P. Dep functions as the Chairperson of the Judicial
Service Commission and Hon. Eva Wanasundara, Judge of the Supreme Court and
Hon. K.Sisira J. De Abrew, Judge of the Supreme Court function as Members of
the Commission. Mr. G.M.W.P.Jayathilake, High Court Judge functions as the
Acting Secretary of the Judicial Service Commission and Mr. H.S. Somaratne,
District Judge functions as the Deputy Secretary and Mr. P.M.T.Bandara, District
Judge, Mr. D.M.D.C. Bandara, District Judge and Miss. Anandi Kanagarathnam,
District Judge function as Senior Assistant Secretaries to assist the Secretary of the

Commission.

03. The staff that comes under the Secretary, Judicial Service Commission was
divided into three main divisions in respect of office management and these

divisions engaged in maintaining the administrative work.

2. Deputy Secretaries Division
3. Senior Assistant Secretaries Division

The Functions of the Judicial Service Commission as vested on it

by the Constitution and other statutes are as follows.

1. The appointments, promotions, transfers and disciplinary control of the
Judges of the Courts of First Instance being District Judges, Magistrates and
Presidents of the Labour Tribunals.

2. Transfers and trainings of High Court Judges except appointing of High
Court Judges.

3. The appointment and disciplinary control of the Commissioner for
Workmen’s Compensation and Deputy Commissioner for Workmen’s
Compensation

4. The appointment, training and disciplinary control of Quazis who exercise
the Family Court Jurisdiction of Muslim Community.

5. Appointment of the Chairman and Members of the Administrative Appeals
Tribunals which is the appellate body for the decisions of the Public
Services Commission and the Police Commission.

6. Appointment of a Panel Consisting of not more than 09 persons for the
purpose of establishing Agrarian Boards of Review.

7. The appointment of the Chairman and other Members of the Elders

Maintenance Board that determines the maintenance applications of parents
not looked after by children.

8. The appointment, promotions, transfers and disciplinary control of the
officers in the Scheduled Public Service who work in the Court staff.

9. The supervision and manipulation of entire Judicial Administration.



Steps that have been taken by the Judicial Service Commission
to make convenient, speed up and strengthen the process of

administration of Justice and its progress.

1. The Judicial Service Commission has given the assistance of Courts to
strengthen the Government of Sri Lanka maintaining a proper coordination with
the executive and legislature while safeguarding the independence of the Judiciary.

2. The Judicial Service Commission has made a valuable contribution to
strengthen and avoid delays in the administration of justice by building a proper
coordination with institutions functioning under it and related institutions.

3. Reports have been called regarding monthly instituted cases and monthly
concluded cases from entire Courts in order to identify the Courts which delay
concluding cases and have given necessary instructions to conclude cases
expeditiously in said Courts and have conducted supervision in respect of
expediting hearing of cases 1in the entire Courts. Accordingly, the
District/Magistrate Courts that existed in Homagama and Kaduwela have been
established as District Courts and Magistrate’s Courts separately and the Court that
functioned as a Circuit Court in Galagedara was established as a permanent
Magistrate’s Court during this year.

4. Speed up and strengthen the process of administration of Justice by establishing
a system of filing computerized cases and a Court administration system for the
entire Court System according to new budget proposals.

5. The establishment of Civil Appellate High Courts within the High Court zones
have speed up hearing Civil Appeal cases and it has lead to conclusion of many
Civil Appeal cases expeditiously. Accordingly it has been already decided to
establish additional Civil Appellate High Courts in identified judicial zones and to
establish provincial High Courts in addition to the above.



6. A special Additional District Jugde has been appointed to District Court of
Kandy in order to hear and determine cases relating to disputes between members
of Buddhist Sangha.

7. To strengthen the process of expediting Civil and Criminal cases, experienced
and efficient Judges have been appointed to Courts having a large number of cases
and to see that vacancies of Judges and Presidents of Labour Tribunals do not
arise, the entire necessary steps have been already taken to recruit Judicial Officers
and Presidents of Labour Tribnunals having called the applicants who scored
highest marks at the examination conducted in year 2017 to recruit new Judicial
Officers expeditiously, for an interview.

8. The "Judges Institute" established under the Judicial Service Commission
engaged in conducting training programmes, workshops and seminars to uplift the
knowledge and the efficiency of Judges and to develop their concepts. A Judge of
the Court of Appeal functions as the Director of the "Judges Institute".
