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5. Training   

  
5.1 Fulfilling the objectives of SLCB as  mandated by the Tourism act No 38 towards 
maintenance of professional standards, encouraging  and promoting the development of 
professional skills of those involved in MICE  tourism and the hospitality industry,  In 2013, 
five regional training programmes were conducted by SLCB namely in Negambo,  Kalutara, 
Dambulla, Kandy and Jaffna. 
 
Continuing these efforts this year SLCB  conducted a  Regional  training programme    in 
Passekudah on the 5th of May 2014. Two industry experts, namely  Paddy Paul and Felicia 
Adhihetty too  contributed to the programme as speakers upon the invitation of SLCB.   Each 
of the four speakers covered specialized areas of MICE followed by a group study and 
presentations by each group. Tourism and MICE outlook, Handling MICE events, The art of 
wining incentive business and   Designing an incentive programme (Group work)  were the 
topics covered. The programme was greatly appreciated by the participants who stressed 
that there is limited training opportunities in the region. There was extremely positive 
feedback and the enthusiasm of the participants  was indeed  noteworthy. Given the fact that 
Passekudah  is emerging as a popular tourist destination, and the lack of training 
opportunities for hoteliers in the region, it is recommended to  conduct a follow-up training 
programme in Passekudah next year as well , in order to ensure continuous professional  
development.

They will come together to study problems at the regional level and to seek for solutions 
that can contribute to the development of the electricity supply industry in the region. Sri 
Lanka will have an opportunity to encourage investments in the local electricity industry, 
promote co-operation and exchange of expertise and technology among members and start 
new projects through buyer consultations. Small and medium sized companies in the country 
will also get the opportunity to attend these global events as they are held in Sri Lanka. The 
two conferences will be held in Colombo, with day tours to various tourist hotspots in the 
country.

Ceylon Electricity Board (CEB), which will be the local host of the activities, presented the 
winning bid to the Council Members of AESIEAP recently in South Korea. According to the 
bidding team, Sri Lanka was chosen over India as the preferred destination owing to the 
reputation of CEB in the electricity supply industry in the region and owing to Sri Lanka’s 
reputation as a country having a suitable environment and infrastructure to hold this type of 
conferences. 

Once again Sri Lanka Convention Bureau, as the pioneer in the promotion of MICE (Meetings, 
Incentive travel, Conferences, Exhibitions) in the country, played a significant role in designing 
and execution of the marketing campaign in the lead up to the presentation. Sri Lanka’s 
expertise in MICE event organization, latest infrastructure developments, tourist attractions 
were demonstrated through e-flyers, complemented by printed and audio-visual promotional 
material. 

“The events will attract a large number of media personnel and accompanying personnel, 
providing a platform to further enhance the image of Sri Lanka as a favoured MICE and 
leisure destination for association meetings” said Vipula Wanigasekera, General Manager of 
Sri Lanka Convention Bureau.
