Program of Implementing the Temporalities Ordinance

The Temporalities Division is entrusted with the task of discharging the responsibilities
of Commissioner General of Buddhist Affairs by the Temporalities Ordinance No. 19 of

1931 which ensures the development and well-being of the Buddha Sasana.
Registration of Temples

The Temporalities Division deals with the registration of all temples in the island with

the Department of Buddhist Affairs and recognizes the post of Chief Incumbent.

By 2014, the number of temples that applied for registration with the Department of
Buddhist Affairs was 11,136 and the number of registered temples was 7749.

The registration of temples with the Department, under pins their legality and religious

development.
Appointment of Basnayaka Nilames

The functions of the Temporalities Division include appointment of Basnayaka Nilames/
custodians for Buddhist shrines coming under the control of Commissioner General of
Buddhist Affairs in terms of Sec. 4(1) of the Temporalities Ordinance and supervision of
their administrative activities. Accordingly, elections were held with respect to devalas
administrated in terms of Sec. 4(1) of the Temporalities Ordinance and subsequently

three (03) Nilames have been appointed.

According to the Temporalities Ordinance, the Commissioner General of Buddhist
Affairs is empowered to supervise and handle the duties of Basnayake Nilames.
Through which power, it has become possible to carry out such function in a more

transparent manner.
Assisting in the Administration of Properties of Buddhist Temples

This Division engages in giving lands possess by temples on long-term lease, granting
necessary approval to earn income for such places of worship, taking action to protect
immovable properties of Maha Sanga and intervene in settling disputes of lands vested
with the places of worship. A significant development was observed in such activities

during the year 2014.

In 2014, there were 128 instances where lands possess by Buddhist shrines were given

on lease with the approval of Commissioner General of Buddhist Affairs.

Regional Offices in Ratnapura and Kandy and Co-ordination

Only the activities of registration of temples of the districts which belong to the
Ratnapura and Kandy offices are carried out by the Head Office and other duties vested
by the Temporalities Ordinance are carried out by regional offices. Through this, the
opportunity has been made available for the Bhikkhus and the Basnayaka Nilames in
these districts to fulfill the above tasks easily.

Leasing activities are being carried out at the regional office in Kandy for Nuwara-Eliya,
Mathale and Kandy districts and at the regional office in Ratnapura for Ratnapura,
Badulla and Monaragala districts at present and activities are carried out at the Head
Office for other districts. The income, earned from leasing these lands, is spent for the

development activities of such temples and the religious and educational activities of
Bhikkhus.

Releasing Money from the Accounts of Temples for Development Activities.

Activities of releasing money deposited in the accounts of temples and of the
Government Trustee Department, are carried out under the supervision of the Director

General (finance).

Money for 90 temples was released during the year 2014 and action has been taken to
obtain a report from the Divisional Secretary about the manner through which the
temples were developed, for the follow up action as to how such money was invested for

the development activities of temples.

Number of temples registered during the year 2014, has been increased to7749. Through
this, it is expected to delegate power to the relevant Chief Incumbent of the temple for

obtaining financial aid granted from the Government properly.

This department intervenes in the activities relevant to obtain income to temples from
the lands which belong to temples by creating awareness among unauthorized residents

in the lands of temples through relevant Divisional Secretary.
Supervision of Calculating Gratification Money

Supervision of Calculating income from gratification money of the places such as
Vishnu Devalaya and Devundara Rajamaha Viharaya, Seengama Devalaya, Kelaniya
Rajamaha Viharaya and Jayasekararamaya which are under the administration of 4(1), is
carried out and two officers from the Head Office and an officer of the relevant
Divisional Secretariat are included in this work. The opportunity has been provided to

deposit money from gratification in the account without malpractices through

supervision of calculating gratification money in the transparent manner.
Settlement of Land Disputes of Temples

Action is being taken to settle the problems relating to the title of Chief Incumbent and
to the lands in temples through educating the Divisional Secretary on such problems and
after considering the basis of such reports. Action has been taken to refer such problems
to the Audit Division established in our department at present and to obtain required

recommendations.

Forty (60) problems of such nature relevant to the temples have been settled during the
year 2014, and it is expected to solve certain problems in the future due to legal

problems.

Implementation of the Temporalities Ordinance at District Level

(Regional Office — Kandy)

Muthiyangana Rajamaha Viharaya, Mahiyangana Rajamaha Viharaya and Mahiyangana
Saman Devalaya in Badulla district and the Buddhist temples in the districts of Kandy,
Matale, Kegalle and Nuwara-Eliya are included in the temples and devalas administered
under Sections 4(1) and 4(2) of the Buddhist Temporalities Ordinance. (See Table
No.0l)

All activities related to these Buddhist shrines are carried out by the Kandy Regional
Office in terms of the provisions of the Buddhist Temporalities Ordinance, No.19 of
1931 and appointment of custodians for the temples administrated, election activities of
appointing Diyawadana Nilame and Basnayaka Nilames for Sri Dalada Maligawa,
Sathara Maha Devalas and devalas in remote areas, depositing trustee securities and,
releasing, handing over the properties of Buddhist shrines to custodians, leasing lands of
temples and devalas, obtaining and checking annual accounts reports and releasing
money, matters relating to temple disputes, assisting Sri Dalada Perahera and Higher
Ordination activities, participating and assisting the activities related to Dhamma School

ceremonies and other religious activities are specially carried out.

In the year 2014, a satisfactory progress has been shown with regard to activities of
providing deeds for leasing lands owned by temples within urban area and outside. 650
lease applications have been issued and 123 letters have been sent calling assessment
reports. Number of lease agreements is 216. Likewise, a procedure has been initiated to
prepare separate documents pertaining to leases of temples, computerize and update

them.

Measures have been taken to provide solutions for disputes after conducting field
inspections as well as office investigations. About 43 field inspections and 60 office
inspections have been carried out. Through this, steps have been taken to provide
satisfactory solutions after having discussions with lessor, custodians and ven.
Bhikkhus. Measures were also taken to settle disputes of ‘Kapus® (officiating
priest)regarding lands and properties of places of worship and action was taken to
forward to relevant reports regarding them. Defaulting payment for leased lands, leasing
in an illegal manner and appeals regarding payment of lease etc. were also taken into
consideration and solutions were given. The relevant temples were visited and

discussions were held with Chief Incumbent/custodian and residents and awareness was
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created among them. Settling the problems related to lands of temples through giving

solutions successfully was a physical progress in the year 2014.

At the same time, giving appointments of new custodians, confirming the appointments
of Chief Incumbents for 23 temples and holding 03 elections for the post of Basnayake
Nilame were carried out in the year 2014. Approval was also granted for activities such
as releasing money in banks belonging to temples, cutting trees for timber and field

inspections were also carried out, where necessary. (See Table no 02)

In 2014, number of court cases which were handled by this office and related to
Buddhist shrines was 11. Appearing for court cases, obtaining legal advice, guiding to
limit courts cases by providing advice to Bhikkhus / Custodians, have been carried
out.In activities regarding accounts of temples, calling for estimates and half yearly
budgetary probable reports on time has been carried out. On the 31 of July a conference
was held in the auditorium of the Natha Dewala for about 50 custodians. Moreover,
action was also taken to monitor gratification money in Sri Dalada Maligama, Sathara

Maha Devalaya and other income earning temples.

About 75 inspections of gratification money belonging to Sri Dalada Maligawa, four

Dewalas and other temples in the year 2014 were carried out systematically engaging
officers in the year 2014. (See Table No. 03)

Implementation of the Temporalities Ordinance at District level

(Regional Office — Ratnapura)

A great opportunity has been created by Ratnapura regional office, to implement the
powers of the Commissioner of Buddhist Affairs and perform duties easily in temples
and devalas which belong to the Department and are situated in the districts of

Ratnapura, Badulla and Monaragala.

Especially in 2014, services such as leasing lands, making amendments to the leases and
issuing timber permits were widely implemented and relative growth of them was
shown. Settling clashes of temples and providing permits for gemming were carried out.

(See Table No. 04)

The Program of Developing Infrastructure Facilities in Temples

The program of providing aid to the temples which are situated in difficult areas and the
temples which should be restored is implemented by this department for the
development of infrastructure facilities in temples with the intention of achieving the

objective of creating a just and righteous society.
Accordingly funds allocated and expenditure are as follows.
Allocated funds - Rs. 41,000,000.00

Expenditure - Rs. 37,768,617.61

Providing Aid to the Temples in Difficulties

The physical resources in the temples without common facilities throughout the island
are improved by this program. The special objectives of this program are to restore the
temples which are decaying and dilapidated and uplift the spiritual development of the
Buddhists. (See Table No. 05 )

Providing Aid for the Restoration of Buddhist Temples

In 2014, provision of Rs. 5,825,000.00 was allocated for 233 temples in 19 districts of
the island. Through this, it was possible to restore 404 temples which were in difficulties

and utilize them for the betterment of Buddha Sasana.

Development of Silmathas’ Hermitages

Under the operation of Silmathas’ Educational Institutes, Rs. 1,620,000.00 was incurred
during the year 2014. For the construction of Silmathas’ Headquarters at Iriyawetiya,
Kelaniya, a provision of Rs. 7,000,000.00 was allocated and expenditure was
6,880,000.00. At the same time, Rs.1,934,964.36 were spent for the implementation of
Silmathas’ Association. Moreover, the amount spent for the administrative expenditure
and construction activities of Piyadasa Ratnayake Memorial Silmatha Training Institute

at Mulatiyana was Rs.3,811,594.00.

Ability of Silmathas spread island wide to promote their religious activities and to
improve spiritual development and educational knowledge can be shown as a progress

during the 2014.
Providing Aid for Higher Ordination Ceremonies

During the year 2014, provision of Rs. 2,600,000.00 was granted for travelling expenses
and requisites for Higher Ordination ceremonies of 866 Buddhist monks of various
Nikayas (Sects) and the expenditure incurred on this was Rs. 2,573,367.00. Hence,
providing aid for Higher Ordination ceremonies enabled to improve the well-being of

Buddha Sasana and the religious trend of Buddhist monks further.
Providing Aid for Four Requisites

Provision allocated were Rs. 1,500,000.00 for the year. Action had been taken to provide
Rs. 1,360,200.00 as aid for four requisites of 643 Buddhist monks in 171temples during
the year 2014.

This enabled the Buddhist monks in difficult areas where four requisites are not
available, to engage in their studies and religious activities and the well-being of Buddha

Sasana.
Encouraging Buddhist Writers

It is possible to create books required for the improvement of Buddhist values by
encouraging writers who impart the knowledge of doctrine to the Buddhists. For this
objective, the number of books purchased from 16 authors in 2014, was 1191 and Rs.

133,065.00 were spent for this out of Rs. 250,000.00. allocated.

Providing Financial Provisions for the Promotion of Dhamma Schools.

Under this program, provision of Rs. 12,050,000.00 was allocated for the construction of
Dhamma School buildings during the year 2014 and the amount spent was

Rs.11,308,429.02.

It was possible to improve physical resources in Dhamma Schools and to attract

Dhamma School students further to the Dhamma Schools.
Registration of Performance Societies of Temples

During the year 2014, number of registered performance societies in 09 districts was 26.
It was possible to obtain the priority to receive aid for the shortcomings of temples and

thereby the physical condition of the temple was also proved.

Number of Contributor’s ( Dayaka ) Sabhas ( benefactors’ society ) was 304. And the
number of registered Arama Dayake Sabhasis was 16. Likewise, the number of

registered Sasanarakshaka Boards of temples was 18- (See table no 06)

Promotion of Sasanarakshaka Mandala Activities.
Bearing Expenses for Cremations.

Under this program, a financial contribution is provided for cremation ceremonies of

most venerable Buddhist monks and Rs. 1,799,640.00 was spent during the year 2014.
Bearing Expenses for Items

Under the promotion of Sasanarakshaka Mandala activities, essential items such as
desks, benches and computers are provided to the temples which require the same and
Rs. 3,754,942.20.00 were spent in 2014 out of Rs. 4,000,000.00 allocated. Through this,

it was possible to fulfill the shortcomings of Sasanarakshaka Mandala.
Bearing Expenses of Sasanarakshaka Mandala

Under this program, expenses for holding meetings of Sasanarakshaka Mandala,
organizing of such meetings and travelling expenses and supplying four requisites for
the Buddhist monks who participate in such meetings are borne and the expenditure was

Organizing National Festivals
Pirith Chanting and Alms Giving, held for the National Independence Day

This program is a religious act which is annually held parallel to the National

Independence Day with the objective of celebrating National Independence Day.

A great Pirith Chanting and after the following day of Pirith an alms-giving to the
Bhikkus are carried out annually on the day before the National Independence day in the

Independence Square in Colombo.

During the year 2014, Rs. 896,148.23 was spent for this. This program enabled to
celebrate the Independence Day and improve the spiritual development of the people

through the religious program associated with this.
National Vesak Festival

Every year, a program of National Vesak Festival is implemented for the Vesak Day
under this department. Through this, restoration activities of temples and providing aid
for temples are carried out and focusing on a particular area implementing the program
of observing Sil with the participation of school and Dhamma School students enables to
improve the spiritual development of children which are carried out under the patronage

of the Government.

Under this program, the National Vesak Festival was held at the Galvihara premises in
Polonnaruwa in 2014 and a campaign of observing Sil with the participation of 5000

students was held. The amount spent was Rs. 2,497,346.98.

Program to Improve the Knowledge of Dhamma (doctrine) of Dhamma School

Students.
Registration of Dhamma Schools

Dhamma School enables very much to improve the moral values of the children. All
Dhamma Schools, started with this objective, are registered in the Department of
Buddhist Affairs. After the registration, details are obtained annually for providing
essential items such as text books, registers which are required to maintain the Dhamma

School.

By 2014, number of registered Dhamma School was 10,450 and 9777 schools have
provided details. Number of Dhamma School teachers was 124,499 and number of

Dhamma School students was 1,968,093.

Maintenance of Information of Dhamma School Students

Maintenance of information regarding the number of students who study in Dhamma
Schools island wide, is carried out by this program. Through this, details of Dhamma
School students are obtained and necessary action is taken to improve the Dhamma

Schools.

In the year 2014, the number of students of 9,777 Dhamma Schools in 21 districts was
1,968,093.

Conducting Examinations of Dhamma Schools

This examination is conducted to examine the Dhamma knowledge of the students,
studying in Dhamma school. In 2014, the examination was conducted in 3864 centers
for 813,349 applicants and the estimated amount for this was 17,000,000.00 and the
expenditure incurred was Rs. 16,998,534.36.

Program to Encourage Dhamma School Teachers.

This program is implemented with the objective of encouraging Dhamma School

teachers for teaching activities and obtaining their services effectively and efficiently.
Providing Library Allowances for Dhamma School Teachers

In 2014, these library allowances were provided to 9,777 Dhamma Schools in 317

regional Sasanarakshaka Mandala.

Number of Bhikkhu teachers whom these library allowances were provided was 11,605
the number of Silmatha teachers was 449, the number of male teachers was 17,000 and
the number of female teachers was 61,879. Total number of teachers who were eligible

to obtain these allowances was 91,032.

Each teacher is paid a library allowance of Rs. 2000.00 annually. The estimated cost for
this is Rs. 179,000.00 and the expenditure for that is Rs. 150,837,823.30. (See Table No.
07)

Providing Uniform Allowances for Dhamma School Teachers

It is expected to encourage Dhamma school teachers appreciating their voluntary service

and to obtain their service effectively and efficiently by providing these uniforms.

Each teacher who completed one year’s continuous service in the Dhamma School
Teacher service and is 18 years old, is provided with a uniform annually.

After male and female uniforms are ordered and obtained them according to the
“Register” of Dhamma School students’ information, they are handed over to Ven.
Registrar Bhikkhus of Regional Sasanarakshaka Mandala for distribution to the teachers

of Dhamma Schools.
Registers relevant to the issue these uniforms to the teachers are maintained too.

61,877 female uniforms and 17,069 male uniforms were provided in 2014 while the
estimated cost was Rs. 150,000,000.00, the expenditure was Rs. 149,792,130.53. (See
Table No. 08)

Conducting Dhamma School Teachers’ Certificate Examination.
By conducting this examination, it is expected to achieve the following objectives.

1. Upgrade the educational qualifications of Dhamma Schools teachers who are
presently in the service.

2. Appreciate the service of the Dhamma School teachers.

3. Improving the knowledge of the teachers and motivating the teachers for higher
education and

4. Create a social recognition for Dhamma School teachers and thereby making

their service appreciated by people.

In 2014, this examination was conducted at 25 examination centers in 19 districts.
Number of applicants of all districts was 16637 and 14252 applicants became qualified

and the number of applicants who were represented was 9618.

In this examination, the number of distinction passes was 738, the number of credit
passes was 4546, the number of simple passes was 3468 and the number of failures was
866.

4639 applicants did not sit for the exam and it was 32.5% of the total eligible

applicants.

The percentage of distinction passes was 5.18% from the total number of applicants,
percentage of credit passes was 31.90%, the percentage of simple passes was 24.33%

and percentage of failures was 6.08%.

Estimated amount for this program in 2014 was Rs. 1,200,000.00 and the expenditure
incurred was Rs. 1,166,173.67. (See Table No. 09)

Preparation of Dhamma School Teachers’ Identity Cards

Under this program, official identity cards are issued for Dhamma School Teachers and
hereby, they are provided with opportunities to prove their identity and make their

activities easy.

Number of Teachers’ Identity cards prepared for 2014 was 5737 and the total
expenditure was Rs. 564,406.51.

Printing Specimen Forms of Collecting Teachers’- and Students’ Information

Details of Dhamma School Teachers are collected annually to provide library

allowances and uniforms.

There statistics are obtained annually with a view to counting students to get the text
books, counting Dhamma Schools and obtaining information required for other

programs.

60,000 forms of collecting information on Dhamma School teachers and students were

printed in 2014 and the expenditure was Rs.154,560.00.
Celebrating the Dhamma School Day

The Dhamma School Day for the year 2014 was held in Matale on 03.08.2014 to mark
the commencement of the first Sunday Dhamma School at Wijayananda Temple at
Weliwatte in Galle on 03 August of 1895. Under the ‘Sisusaviya’ program those who
got higher marks among grade 10 students were given Rs. 500 each until they sit for the
G.C.E. (A/L). These scholarships were granted under the Sasanaraksaka fund.

Moreover the program of granting the titles of Justice of the peace for the Dhamma
School teachers who possess over 30 years’ service and providing medical aid at the rate
of Rs. 1000.00 per month for the Dhamma School teachers who have completed 50
years’ service, was started with the objective of encouraging and motivating teachers to

teach in Dhamma Schools. The expenditure for the festival was Rs. 573,637.67
Program of All Island Dhamma Schools Students’ Skills.

It is expected to improve the interest of the students to attend Dhamma Schools,

integrating the enthusiasm with desire for extracurricular activities.

The final result of this program is to create the skills of the students which come as a

result of knowledge, attitudes, and capabilities that should develop in the students.

Regional Students’ Skill Programs have been conducted in 22 districts and the number

of centers was 319 while the number of students who participated was 383,280.

District Students’ Skill Program has been conducted at 22 centers in 22 districts and the

number of students who participated was 12,441.

Estimated amount for Student Skill Program was Rs. 11,000,000.00 and the expenditure
was Rs. 10,946,616.23.

Island wide Students’ Skill Program 2014 scheduled to be held on 26,27and 28 of
December was postponed due to the presidential election and measures have been taken
to hold the program in April 2015 at the ‘Pasdunrata’ Teacher Training School in

Kalutara.

Program of Upgrading Education of Dhamma School Teachers.
Dhaham Sarasaviya Diploma

‘Dham Sarasaviya ’ has been implemented in collaboration with the University of Sri
Jayawardhanapura and the Buddhist and Pali University of Sri Lanka from the year
2006, with the objective of improving knowledge of teachers of Dhama Schools who
provide Dhamma education to children of the island without expecting benefits and

providing knowledge required for teaching process.

Teachers for the Diploma are enrolled by an interview calling applications from the
newspaper advertisement and by creating awareness among the teachers on the above
course by co-coordinators of Buddhist affairs and thereafter sending the above
applications to the District Secretariats. After the enrolment, lectures are conducted for
about one year by the lectures in District Centers and after the examination, Ceremony
of awarding certificates is held by the University and the Department of Buddhist
Affairs together.

Opportunity to follow external degree and get marks at the interview of giving teaching
appointments to the persons who passed  Dharmacharya Examination ’ are the benefits

for the persons who have got through this ‘Dham Sarasaviya Diploma.

In 2014, 734 Diploma holders were generated and at that time, Dham Sarasaviya
Diploma in Buddhism was started with the Buddhist and Pali University of Sri Lanka.
1233 Dhamma School teachers were registered. Measures have also been taken to start
this program with the University of Sri Jayawardhanapura as well. 4743 applications

have been sent to district secretariats to call for interviews.
Rs. 4,000,000.00 was allocated for this and the expenditure was Rs. 3,886,785.73.

Skill Development Project for Dhamma School Teachers implemented by the
Department of Buddhist Affairs

Skill Development Project for Dhamma School teachers to improve attitudes and skills
of Dhamma School teachers was implemented by our department in the year 2014 and
thereby, it was expected to improve the quality of Dhamma Schools. In the year 2014,
the number of workshops held in 08 districts was 30 and the number of teachers who
participated was 9,318. Provision of Rs. 5,000,000.00 was allocated and the expenditure
was Rs. 4,505,879.10

Printing Dhamma School Text Books

Printing Dhamma School Text Books and distributing them to Dhamma Schools with
the objective of improving Dhamma education required for creating a society with moral

values are carried out by this Department.

After informed the required number of text books for the year By Dhamma Schools,
books will be printed. Printing of these books was carried out by the Government Press
and State Printing Corporation. Allocated amount for that was Rs. 100,930,000.00 and
the full amount incurred was Rs. 100,916,226.66.

After such books are printed and handed over to the stores of the Department they can
be distributed to all Dhamma Schools for 2015. They were distributed to Dhamma
Schools established island wide. (See table no 10)

Printing and Marketing of Buddhist Books
Translating ‘Thripitika ’ to Simple Sinhala Language

Concise Thripitaka Books Compilation Board had met in 1993 with the participation of
27 Bhikkhus headed by most Ven.MahanayakaTheoros, with the co-ordination of
Ministry of Buddha Sasana and the Department of Buddhist affairs and under the

guidance of the Prime Minister those days. The role of the concise Thripitaka Books

Compilation Board was to translate into Sinhala which can be read and understood by
the ordinary people without damages to the taste of sense and the taste of Dhamma of

Thripitaka doctrine, preached by the Buddha.

In 2014 under the program of concise Tripitaka series 500 copies each of Jataka Pali 1
no 17 and Jataka Pali 3 no 19 were printed. The provisions allocated for the program of
concise Tripitaka series and translating the Tripitaka in to simplified Sinhala was Rs.

2,000,000.00 and the expenditure was Rs.1,950,032.00.
Printing and Marketing of ‘The Encyclopaedia of Buddhism’

Formulation of a Buddhist Encyclopaedia was commenced to celebrate the
Sambuddhatwa Jayanthiya - 2500 which fell in 1956 as a service to the Buddhists of the
world by Sri Lanka. This Encyclopedia has been completed by 08 volumes. Index

Volume is being printed now as the ninth volume.

Volume VIII of the Encyclopaedia of Buddhism was printed in the year 2014 as a
combined one. The cost for 500 copies was Rs.1,000,000.00

Jaya Sri Maha Bodhi Development Fund

The main duty assigned to the Commissioner General of Buddhist Affairs as the
Assistant Secretary of the fund is to convene this meeting once a month, and prepare the
committee report and provide it 12 days before the date on which the next meeting will

be held.

Accordingly, above activities were carried out successfully by conducting 09 meetings
in the Colombo office of the Jaya Sri Maha Bodhi Development Fund and another 02

meetings at Udamaluwa Temple in Anuradhapura.
Preparation of the ‘Duties Diary ’

After receiving the details of the Ministry and the Department, preparation of the Diary
of duties of the Department of Buddhist Affairs is commenced and after declaring the
leave relevant to the year by the Ministry of Public administration, the diary is handed

over for printing obtaining such details.

Accordingly, the Duties Diary of Department of Buddhist Affairs relevant to the year
2015, was prepared and printed by the end of December 2014 so that, it could be
distributed before 015t of January 2015.

These diaries were distributed to all officers of Buddhist activities co-coordinators and
Development Officers who are engaged in field duties at Divisional Secretariats island
wide. In addition, these diaries were distributed to the Secretary and Ven.Chaiman
Bhikkhus of Sasanarakshaka Balamandalas. This enabled to obtain reports of
information relevant to the assign field duties and perform duties efficiently at
Divisional Secretariats. The total amount of expenditure for printing this diary in 2014

was Rs. 434,285.71.
Dayata Kirula Development Exhibition

The relevant exhibition stall was created by the Department of Buddhist Affairs for
‘Deyata Kirula Exhibition > which exhibits the development process of the Government

and the future targets of it.

The exhibition was held in Kuliyapitiya in 2014 and this exhibition stall was arranged,
obtaining maximum utilization of the space provided for this stall. Moreover in this stall,
Buddhism, Rexin printings and photos which depict the basic principles of Buddhist
philosophy and the role of the department as well as the Buddhist statues with a height
of two feet which depict the forms of Dhamma sermons of Buddha and stupas of six
categories which were made with a height of about one feet etc were exhibited with
details. Moreover, a map with a height of 5 feet which shows the historical Buddhist
places of worship, a statue with a height of 5 feet of Anagarika Dharmapala with details
of him and a description about the origin of Buddhist flag were exhibited. In addition,
several items which can depict the Buddhist heritage of Sri Lanka were displayed and
the details of the role of this department and information including the basic matters of

Buddhist philosophy etc. were distributed in the stall.
The amount of Rs. 500,000.00 was spent for the creation of this exhibition stall in 2014.

Issuing Novice Higher Ordination/ Certificates and Providing Bhikkhus Identity
Cards

Under this, registration of new novice declaration forms, registration of new Higher
Ordinations declaration forms, issuing certificates for disrobed Bhikkus as well as
issuing necessary amendments of Higher Ordination and novice declarations, issuing
copies of certificates of registered novice and Higher Ordination, referring applications
to the Department of Registration of persons for issuing Bhikkhu Identity Cards and

settling legal matters are carried out by the Bhikkhu Registration Division.

Number of novices, registered in 2014 was 3880, Bhikkhus having Higher Ordination
were 1154, certificates issued for disrobed Bhikkhus were 1179, Bhikkus identity cards

were 202 and certificates issued were 21256.

At the same time, Computer Software has been created by this Division to computerize
the information about novices and Higher Ordination. Number of novices registered in
2014 by the software was 4815 and number of updated data from the computerized data
in 2014 was 4211 and the number of Bhikkus, having Higher Ordination whose
information was computerized was 6204 and the number of updated information which

was computerized in 2014 was 3426.

Through this, the opportunities have been provided for the issuance of certificates
without delay to the persons who apply for certificates of novices/ Higher Ordination

and computerizing remaining documents is being carried out, further.
Collection and Distribution of Information

The Project Division of the Department of Buddhist Affairs collects various information
on Buddhism and organizes them. Also, such information is released properly to the

public, government and private sectors.

Obtaining required reports under taken action for various incidents reported by
newspapers daily and appearing as the department where necessary are performed by the

Department.

Organizing media discussions and providing information as appropriate to the media
institutions for proper propaganda for the special programs carried out by the

Department are performed by this Division.

Photographing all programs of the Department and co-coordinating activities for video
services are carried out by this Division. Specially, the photographs taken are distributed

free of charge to the required persons.

The web named as www.buddhistdept.gov.lk is also updated.

participation of pious and disciplined Bhikkhus as resource persons.

Moreover, teacher — student relationship, not only the technical training but also

practices and duties etc. are provided to novices in this program.
Program to Promote ‘Pali’ Language

This program is carried out island wide for improving the knowledge of Pali language in
Dhamma School teachers with basic knowledge of Pali language, Pali Language lessons
in the Dharma school text books and Suthras, worshipping Gathas which are in day to
day life are utilized in this course. After prescribed Lectures, the examination is held at
the end of the year and the certificates are issued on the results. It is expected to create a
trend towards Pali language and thereby forming teachers to teach Pali Language in the

Dhamma School field.
