Furthermore, 133 Fisheries Inspector Offices have been set up covering all the
coastal areas of the relevant divisions. A Fisheries Office has been established at each such Inspector
Division. All the activities of such fisheries divisions are undertaken by Fisheries Inspectors, Fisheries
Social Development Assistants, Fisheries Resources Management Assistants and Development
Officers. Similarly, 20divisional monitoring centers have been established at fishery harbours and
radio officers have been attached to such centers for day and night duties.

The division was established under the Department of Fisheries & Aquatic Resources
for the purpose of fulfilling the requirements laid down by the European Commission
with regard to the fish products exported to the European market. The division has
been operating since 04.01.1999.

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05. Monitoring, Controlling & Surveillance Division

5.1. Obijective:

Main objective of this division is to protect fisher folk by way of providing
communication transmission facilities for the exchange of radio signals in between
fishing vessels engaged in fishing operation in and off the Exclusive Economic Zone
of Sri Lanka and the land, rescuing fishermen and fishing crafts affected due to the
engine trouble, accidents and falling sick at the sea, lifesaving and taking any other
urgent preventive measures and facilitating to claim insurance cover in accidents
faced by boats and fishermen.

5.2. Responsibility and Function:

1. Providing communication facilities for the exchange of radio signals in between
land and vessels, and also carrying out such work.

2. Making arrangements to issue licences for communication purposes and to
provide call signs to the fishing vessels.

3. Taking action to obtain insurance cover in the accidents encountered by fishers

4. Rescue of fishers & fishing crafts arrested in foreign countries and repatriation of
them to the Islands.

5.3. Progress-2012

5.3.1. Providing communication facilities for the exchange of radio signalsin
between land and vessels and also carrying out such work.

All these activities are coordinated by the Colombo Main Operation Unit through messages
received via divisional monitoring centers. Communication facilities were improved and also
action has been taken to keep connection between the land and fishing vessels throughout 24
hours.

Also, providing and receiving reports, messages of boat owners, giving inclement weather
information as well urgent messages given by boats are carried out by this daily.
Co-ordination of operations in respect of all these tasks is carried out at the Head Office
Colombo. In addition, divisional monitoring centers have been established regionally for this
purpose at Kalmunai, Trincomalee, Kalpitiya, Chilaw, Koswadiya, Thoduwawa,
Wennappuwa, Negombo, Colombo, Beruwela, Ambalangoda, Hikkaduwa, Galle, Weligama,
Mirissa, Devinuwara, Nilwella, Tangalle, Kudawella,Kalametiya, Hambanthota and Kirinda.
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5.3.2. Taking actionto issue licences for communication purposes and call signs
to the fishing vessels.

Action was taken to provide call signs for fishing vessels engaged in fishing operations at
High Seas so as to comply with international rules and regulations in collaboration with the
Telecommunication Regulatory Commission and the Ministry of Defence.

Measures were also taken to provide communication licences for boats to use radio
communication devices in accordance with the international rules and regulations by
obtaining applications from boat owners and working in collaboration with the
Telecommunication Regulatory Commission.

5.3.3. Taking actionto obtain insurance cover in accidents encountered by fishers
and fishing vessels:

In the case of accidents encountered by the fishers and fishing vessels at sea, all the details to
be provided to the insurance corporations and vessel owners are submitted in the process of
obtaining insurance claims by them. Such details are provided in respect of about 50-100
vessels per year. These details are prepared according to the records obtained from the
regional communication centres and Head Office.

In the year 2014, 19 accidents were reported at high seas and 02 fishermen were injured and
O6fishermen died. Also 12 multiday boats and 02 fiberglass boats with outboard engine were
destroyed.

Many of these fishing vessels were stranded at the sea due to engine failures and such
vessels were rescued by cargo ships and vessels of the Sri Lanka Navy.

Furthermore, persons who encountered with accidents and fell sick at the sea were taken
into land quickly and hospitalized for medical treatment with the assistance of the Sri
Lanka Navy.

5.3.6. Making aware of fisher folks

Fisher folks were made aware of the importance of obtaining licences from
Telecommunication Regulatory Commission for the radio communication devices used in
fishing crafts and also the manner of taking action in disasters faced by fishers.
