The functions of these divisions are executed by four Directors, Chief Internal Auditor and five
Deputy/Assistant Directors.
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Fifteen District Offices of Assistant Directors have been set up covering coastal districts and the
functions of each such district are carried out under the guidance and supervision of the respective
Assistant Director of the District. Furthermore, 133 Fisheries Inspector Offices have been set up
covering all the coastal areas of the relevant divisions. All the activities of such fisheries divisions are
undertaken by fisheries inspectors, fisheries social development assistants and fisheries resources
management assistants.

Similarly, 20 monitoring centers have been established at fishery harbours and radio officers have been
attached to such centers for day and night duties. In addition, offices have been set up at 15 fishery
harbours located in 07 districts. The officials of the Department attached to those places carry out
activities such as inspection of vessels departing the fishery harbours day and night, registration of and
permitting the departure, obtaining log entries pertaining to the trip of boats arriving at the harbour,
checking fish production accordingly, preparation of reports for the fish ready for export and providing
them to the buyers, taking statements in case illegal ,unreported and unregulated fishing has occurred
,delivering the log entries and statements taken to the Head Office via Fax or E-mail and preparation of
alternative monitoring reports.

4.4.6.Russian Experiment Team

Approval for the export of fish to the Russian Federation was received in the year
2013.Accordingly, a team of Russian experimenters arrived in the Island for the period of 12
days from the 15" March, 2016 in order to conduct a test in that regard. During their stay in Sri
Lanka they inspected fish processing establishments, laboratories, fishing boats, fishery
harbours, prawn farms as well as the function of the quality control division. Investigation
report and the recommendation in that respect have been given by them and thus action has
been taken to carry out further action accordingly.

4.4.7.Workshop of the European Commission:

A workshop on issuing of e-health certificates via internet, conducted for the countries
exporting fish products to the European union countries was held on behalf of both the officers
of the Quality Control Division and the officers of fish processing establishments on the 15",
16th, 18th and 19" August, 2016 at the Golden Star beach hotel, Negombo under the guidance
of the Director General of the European Union. It is scheduled to issue health certificates with
regard to the European Union countries via the internet in future.

4.4.8 Korean Experiment Team on processing of tuna fish heads:

A team of experimenters representing the Korean Federation visited Sri Lanka from 28™ March
to 31% March to explore the possibility of exporting tuna fish heads to the Korean Federation,
inspect 3 fish processing establishments which have tendency to undertake the same and also to
give training in that regard. As a result of the said experiment, approval has been given to the
relevant 3 tested fish processing establishments for export. The opportunity for export is open
for the rest of the other approved establishments from the year 2017.
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5. Monitoring. Controlling & Surveillance Division

5.1. Objective:

Main objective of this division is to protect fishing community by way of providing
radio communication transmission facilities in between fishing vessels engaged in
fishing operation in and off the Exclusive Economic Zone of Sri Lanka and the land
,rescuing fishermen and fishing crafts affected due to the engine trouble , accidents and
falling sick at the sea, lifesaving and taking any other urgent preventive measures and
facilitating to claim insurance cover in accidents encountered by boats and fishermen.

5.2. Responsibility and Role

1. Providing communication facilities for the exchange of radio signals in between land
and vessels, and also carrying out such work.

2. Making arrangements to issue licences for communication purposes to the fishing
vessels.

3. Taking action to claim insurance cover in accidents faced by boats and fishers

4. Rescue of fishermen & fishing crafts arrested in foreign countries and repatriation of
them to the country.

5. Rescue of fishing boats stranded in local & international waters and at the sea belonging
to foreign countries.

6. Activation of the first vessel monitoring system.

5.3. Progress-2016

5.3.1. Providing communication facilities for the exchange of radio signals in between land
and vessels and also carrying out such work.

All these activities are coordinated by the main Operation Unit in Colombo through messages
received via fisheries communication centers. Communication facilities were improved and also
action has been taken to keep connection between the land and fishing vessels throughout 24
hours.

Similarly, providing and receiving reports, messages of boat owners, giving inclement weather
forecast as well as urgent messages given by boats are carried out by this unit every day.
Coordination of operations in respect of all these tasks is carried out at the head office,
Colombo. In addition, regional radio communication centers have been established regionally at
Kalpitiya, Chilaw, Thoduwawa, Koswadiya, Wennappuwa, Negombo, Colombo, Beruwela,
Ambalangoda, Mirissa, Hikkaduwa, Galle, Weligama, Devinuwara, Nilwella, Kudawella,
Tangalle, Kalametiya, Hambantota, Kirinda, Kalmunai and Trincomalee for this purpose.
Proposals have been put forward to commence these regional centres at the fishery harbours
such as Jaffna,Valachchenai and Dikowita.

Action was taken to provide call signs for fishing vessels engaged in fishing operations at High
Seas so as to comply with international rules and regulations in collaboration with the
Telecommunication Regulatory Commission and the Ministry of Defence.

Measures were also taken to provide communication licences for fishing boats to use radio
communication devices in accordance with the international rules and regulations by obtaining
applications from boat owners and working in collaboration with the Telecommunication
Regulatory Commission.

Most of these fishing crafts belonging to the counties such as India, Malaysia, Indonesia, Maldives,
Andaman/Nicobar Islands, Australia and Diego-Garcia were stranded at the sea due to engine failures.
Therefore, measures were taken to rescue such fishing crafts by the vessels of Sri Lanka Navy, Cargo
ships and fishing boats. Also, persons who met with accidents and fell sick at the sea were taken into the
land and hospitalized with the assistance of the Sri Lanka Navy.

6.1. Vision:

To provide productive contribution towards the national economy by means of sustainable
development of the fisheries industry carried out through lawful fisheries activities at High
Seas while adhering to the international conventions and agreements having introduced modern
technology and applied scientific and network coordination strategies for monitoring and
controlling.

2016 by selling items which were confiscated by the Court under illegal fishing activities.
Apart from this, the Department has been able to earn an income of Rs.3, 738,500 to the
Government through the prosecution against those who were engaged in illegal fishing
activities in the court in 2016.

10.3.6.Audit Queries

The Auditor General had sent 15 audit queries during the year 2016. Answers were given for
all the audit queries during the year under review.

Board of Survey was conducted within the appropriate time frame and its report has been
submitted to the Auditor General.

THE COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN UNION,
Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union,

Having regard to Council Regulation (EC) No 1005/2008 of 29 September 2008
establishing a Community system to prevent, deter and eliminate illegal, unreported and
unregulated fishing, amending Regulations (EEC) No 2847/93, (EC) No 1936/2001 and
(EC) No 601/2004 and repealing Regulations (EC) No 1093/94 and (EC) No 1447/1999
(*), and in particular Article 34(1) thereof,

Having regard to the proposal from the European Commission,
whereas:

1. INTRODUCTION

(1)  Regulation (EC) No 1005/2008 establishes a Union system to prevent, deter and eliminate
illegal, unreported and unregulated (1UU) fishing.

(2)  Chapter VI of Regulation (EC) No 1005/2008 lays down the procedure with respect to the
identification of non- cooperating third countries and démarches in respect of countries
identified as non-cooperating third countries, and establishes a list of non-cooperating third
countries, the procedure for removal from the list of non- cooperating third countries, and
provides for the publication of the list of non-cooperating third countries and any
emergency measures.

3) Inaccordance with Article 32 of Regulation (EC) No 1005/2008, by Decision of 15
November 2012 (?) (‘Decision of 15 November 2012’), the Commission notified eight
third countries of the possibility of their being identified as countries which the
Commission considered as non-cooperating third countries. The Democratic Socialist
Republic of Sri Lanka was among those countries.

4) In the Decision of 15 November 2012 the Commission included information concerning
the essential facts and considerations supporting that possibility.

(5)  Also on 15 November 2012, the Commission notified the eight third countries by separate
letters that it was considering the possibility of identifying them as non-cooperating third
countries. Sri Lanka was among those countries.

6) By Implementing Decision 2014/715/EU (°), the Commission identified Sri Lanka as a
non-cooperating third country in fighting IUU fishing. In accordance with Regulation (EC)
No 1005/2008, the Commission stated the reasons for which it considered that Sri Lanka
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had failed to discharge its duties under international law, as flag, port, coastal or market
State, to take action prevent, deter and eliminate 1UU fishing.

(7). In accordance with Article 33 of Re%ulation (EC) No 1005/2008, the Council, by
Implementing Decision (EU) 2015/200 ®, amended the list of non-cooperating third
countries in fighting IUU fishing by adding Sri Lanka.

8)  Following that amendment, the Commission offered to Sri Lanka the opportunity to
continue the dialogue in line with the substantive and procedural requirements laid out in
Regulation (EC) No 1005/2008. The Commission continued to seek and verify all
information it considered necessary, including oral and written comments, aiming at giving
to Sri Lanka the opportunity to rectify the situation that warranted its listing, and to take
concrete measures capable of remedying the failures that had been identified. That process
resulted in the acknowledgement by the Commission that Sri Lanka has rectified the
situation and taken remedial action.

(9)  Pursuant to Article 34(1) of Regulation (EC) No 1005/2008, the Council should therefore
amend Implementing Decision 2014/170/EU ® by removing Sri Lanka from the list of
non-cooperating third countries.

(100 Upon the adoption of this Decision removing Sri Lanka from the list of non-cooperating
third countries in accordance with Article 34(1) of the Regulation (EC) No 1005/2008,
Implementing Decision 2014/715/EU identifying Sri Lanka as a non-cooperating third
country should be no longer relevant.

2. REMOVAL OF SRI LANKA FROM THE LIST OF NON-COOPERATING
THIRD COUNTRIES

(11) Following the adoption of Implementing Decision 2014/715/EU and Implementing
Decision (EU) 2015/200, the Commission continued its dialogue with Sri Lanka. In
particular, Sri Lanka appears to have implemented its international law obligations and has
adopted an adequate legal framework for fighting 1UU fishing. It has introduced an
adequate and efficient monitoring, control and inspection scheme by introducing logbooks
to record catch data, plus radio call signs for fishing vessels and equipping the entire high
seas fleet with a Vessel Monitoring System (‘VMS’). It has also created a deterrent
sanctioning system, revised its fisheries legal framework and ensured the proper
implementation of the catch certification scheme. Furthermore, Sri Lanka continued to
improve its compliance with its international obligations, including those stemming from
Regional Fisheries Management Organizations’ (‘RFMOQO’) recommendations and
resolutions, such as Port State Control measures and transposition of RFMO rules, into Sri
Lankan law and has adopted its own National Plan of Action against IUU, in line with the
International Plan of Action against lllegal, Unreported and Unregulated fishing of the
United Nations.

(12) The Commission reviewed Sri Lanka's compliance with its international obligations as
flag, port, coastal or market State in line with the findings in the Decision of 15 November
2012, Implementing Decision 2014/715/EU and Implementing Decision (EU) 2015/200,
and with relevant information provided by Sri Lanka. It also considered the measures taken
to rectify the situation as well as the guarantees provided by the competent authorities of
Sri Lanka.

(13) The Commission concluded, on the basis of the above, that the actions undertaken by Sri
Lanka in the light of its duties as flag State are sufficient to comply with Articles 94, 117
and 118 of United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea and Articles 18, 19, 20 and
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23 of United Nations Fish Stocks Agreement. The Commission concluded that the
elements put forward by Sri Lanka demonstrate that the situation which warranted the
listing of Sri Lanka has been rectified and that Sri Lanka has taken concrete measures
capable of achieving a lasting improvement of the situation.

(14) In the light of all those circumstances and pursuant to Article 34(1) of Regulation (EC) No
1005/2008, the Council should conclude that Sri Lanka be removed from the list of non-
cooperating third countries. Implementing Decision 2014/170/EU should therefore be
amended accordingly.

(15) This Decision does not preclude any subsequent steps that might be taken by the Council
or the Commission, in line with Chapter VI of the Regulation (EC) No 1005/2008, in the
event factual elements were to reveal that Sri Lanka has failed to discharge the duties
incumbent upon it under international law as flag, port, coastal or market State, to take
action to prevent, deter and eliminate IUU fishing.

(16) In the light of the adverse consequences caused by listing as a non-cooperating third
country, it is appropriate to give immediate effect to the delisting of Sri Lanka as non-
cooperating third country,

HAS ADOPTED THIS DECISION:

Article 1

Sri Lanka shall be removed from the Annex to Implementing Decision 2014/170/EU.

Article 2

This Decision shall enter into force on the day following that of its publication in the
Official Journal of the European Union.
