e Conduct special investigations whenever necessary.

e Apart from the above functions, the Internal Audit Division of the Ministry is also
responsible to conduct Auditing and Management Committee Meetings in every three
months to review the progress of the departments and the institutions coming under the
purview of the Ministry.

100 days programme: Coordinated and monitored the 100 days programme within the
State Ministries, Departments and institutions under purview of this division.

Transfer of Foreign Funded Projects : 32 Foreign Funded projects which were under
former Ministry of Economic Development were transferred to the relevant Ministries by
the Cabinet Approval which was taken on 29.04.2015.

Conflict Affected Emergency Project (CARE) Project: The CARE Project (CARE) has
been implemented to meet most urgent post-conflict rehabilitation and construction
priorities in the Northern Province (NP), Eastern Province (EP) and adjoining areas of North
Central Province (NCP) from 02.09.2010 to 30.09.2013.

The estimated cost of the project was US $ 168.24 Mn and Asian Development Bank (ADB)
has financed US$ 150 Mn and rest of the amount of US$ 18.24 Mn financed by the
government. The total financial expenditure was US $ 152.26 Mn, which was shown 90%
progress. The project has successfully achieved its objectives which have been mentioned in
the project Completion report. Initially the executing agency was former Ministry of
Economic Development (MED). Ministry of Policy planning, Economic affairs, child, youth
and Cultural Affairs has taken the responsibility for completion the winding up process of
the project after the elimination of the MED.

Community Livelihood in Conflict Affected Areas Project (Re-awakening Project):
The Re-awakening Project (RaP) funded by the World Bank, was a rural development
project aimed to support the village communities affected by the civil conflict and natural
disasters. This project was started on 2004 and completed on end of 2014.

The project was implemented in 12 districts within North, East, North Central, and North
Western Provinces. The total project cost was US $ 140.7 Mn, and the project expenditure
was US $ 134.8 mn (95.8%)

This project was assigned to this Ministry in 2015 by the Cabinet decision, for winding up
process. Successfully completed the wind up process and assets under this project were
formally transferred to other Ministries and institutions.

Community Development and Livelihood Improvement project (Gemidiriya):
Gamidiriya project was implemented in Southern and Uva Provinces from 2004 to 2014
funded by the World Bank amounting US$ 181 Mn. The Project was designed to assist the
implementation of the Government Poverty Alleviation Strategy.

The project covered the districts of Moneragala, Badulla, Ratnapura, Hambantota, Matara,
Galle & Polonnaruwa. The numbers of project beneficiaries were 8§98,238.

It was observed that the amount of Rs 22,459,700/= equivalent to US$ 170,213.26 has been
spent as ineligible expenditure which should had to be refunded to the World Bank.
Therefore, this Ministry took action to refund the aforesaid amount to the World Bank under
the cabinet decision No @®2/15/2005/719/059.

Western Region Megapolis Plan of Sri Lanka: Cabinet decision was taken to upgrade
Colombo’s position to South Asia’s most prominent township and regional finance and
business hub in the future. Accordingly, a master plan which was prepared in 2004 by the
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Board of Investment (BOI) was upgraded as the Western Region Megapolis Plan within four
months from 05™ May 2015.

Ministry of Policy Planning, Youth affairs, Child, Youth and Cultural Affairs was the
facilitator for the preparation of the plan. Total Allocation for the preparation of the plan
was Rs 66.5 Mn. Ministry of Megapolis and Western Region Development established in
August 2015 has taken the responsibility to implement the project.

VII. World Food Programme (WFP) — Protracted Relief & Recovery Operation (PRRO):
Under the WFP project followings were achieved;
e covered 486,882 students in Northern province under School Meal Programme
e covered 153,225 beneficiaries under Mother & child Nutrition Programme
e covered 235,247 beneficiaries under Food for Assets Proramme

VIII. Road Carpeting Programme: Allocated sum of Rs. 6,366.59 Mn to the relevant districts
for settle the bills in hand for the Road Carpeting Programme, which was under purview of
former Ministry of Economic Development. Meanwhile, Rs. 2,212.17 Mn has been
allocated to relevant districts to implement of continuation of Road Carpeting Pogramme.

IX. Purchasing of Machinery for the Road Carpeting Programme: This project has been
directly implemented by the former Ministry of Economic Development and facilitated to
settle the final payment of Rs. 1,804 Mn to the Bank of Ceylon (BOC) for purchasing of
machineries from China.

In parallel to this day, the Small Enterprises Development Division (SEDD) had conducted an
awareness program on Entrepreneurship for 58 trainees in Vocational Training Center at
Kolonnawa of National Youth Services Council.
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III. Implementation of Youth Exchange Program

Youth Exchange Program between Sri Lanka and India : A 20 youth delegates from India
visited Sri Lanka on 15-07-2015 on a Youth Exchange Program conducted by the National Youth
Services Council.

A 7 days program was arranged for them to share the knowledge and experience with their Sri
Lankan counter partner who have been selected to visit India through this Youth Exchange
Program.

IV.  Signing of Memorandums of Understanding (MoU)

e MoU Between Sri Lanka & India: A MoU on Youth Development has been signed between
the State Ministry of Youth Affairs in Sri Lanka and the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports in
India parallel to the Sri Lankan visit of Indian Prime Minister on 13.03.2015.

e MoU Between Sri Lanka & Qatar: A MoU on Youth Development has been signed between
the Government of Sri Lanka and the Government of Qatar on 24.03.2015. Foreign Minister of
Qatar signed the MoU on behalf of the Government of Qatar while the State Minister of Youth
Affairs of Sri Lanka Hon. Niroshan Perera has signed on behalf of the Government of Sri
Lanka.

V. Commemoration of Commonwealth Day

A panel discussion was held on “Youth Rights and Young Commonwealth” based on this Year’s
theme “ A Young Commonwealth ” on 26.03.2015 at the auditorium of the Ministry of Skills
Development & Vocational Training. In commemorating the Commonwealth Day around 200
young professionals were participated at this event which was organized by the Youth Network of
Commonwealth in Sri Lanka.

VI.  Organizing of Youth Awareness Programs

“A Youth Free From Drugs” Holding Drug Prevention Program: A one day workshop on the
detriments of using Narcotic, Alcohol and Cigarettes was held on 23™ July 2015 at the auditorium
of National Youth Services Council, Maharagama in order to educate the contemporary young
generation targeting the ““ Health and Well Being ” of the youth community. Nearly 800 participants
including Assistant Directors, Instructors, Entrepreneurship Development Training Officers, and
Trainees of the institutes coming under the State Ministry of Youth Affairs, and the Ministry of
Skills Development and Vocational Training attended this Workshop.

Launching of Study Report Prepared Regarding Sexual and Reproductive Health: Under the
financial contribution of United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), a study survey was conducted
by the Tertiary and Vocational Education Commission in order to introduce a training module
regarding sexual and reproductive health to the Vocational Training Curriculum for the Vocational
trainees. Accordingly, the launching of the prepared survey report was taken place on 24.07.2015 at
the auditorium of the Ministry of Skills Development and Vocational Training.

Awareness Program on Health Issues Affect the Youth Community: A one day awareness
workshop, on health issues that affect current youth community, was held at the auditorium of the
National Youth Services council on 25.06.2015. 200 trainees of the National Youth Services
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Council (NYSC), Ceylon German Technical Training Institute (CGTTI), Vocational Training
Authority (VTA), National Apprentice and Industrial Training Authority (NAITA), Department of
Technical Education and Training (DTET), and National Institute of Fisheries and Nautical
Engineering (NIFNE) which come under the State Ministry of Youth Affairs and, the Ministry of
Vocational Training and Skills Development participated for this event. A panel of Scholars of the
Health Education Bureau conducted lectures on topics such as Reproductive Health

II. Performance 2015

Economic and price stability

e The CBSL maintained an accommodative monetary policy stance throughout the year with
policy rates being lowered to 6.00% (Standing Deposit Facility Rate) and 7.50% (Standing
Lending Facility Rate) respectively in April, 2015. Further easing of the monetary policy stance
was to support the growth momentum.

e C(CBSL developed several models to improve the forecasting of key macroeconomic variables.
Indicator based GDP forecasting models were also improved by using indices developed
through the Business Outlook Survey, Credit Conditions Survey and Purchasing Managers’
Index Survey. Steps were taken to compile indices that would act as leading indicators in

Quarterly Economic Growth Movements of Headline
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monetary policy decision making.
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During 2015, the CBSL continued to monitor and assess external sector developments and
recommend appropriate policy measures in order to maintain external sector stability. The
CBSL allowed market forces to determine exchange rates in September 2015 as a major step
towards improving external sector stability and to bring the value of the Sri Lankan rupee in line
with market fundamentals. The resulting depreciation of the exchange rate is expected to
enhance exports while curtailing non-essential imports, thereby having a favourable impact on
the trade balance.

CBSL also extended the currency swap agreement with the Reserve Bank of India in September
2015 with a view to enhancing the level of official reserves and stabilising the exchange rate.
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Financial system stability

The financial sector remained sound and robust and continued to support the expansion of
domestic economic activity. CBSL ensured maintenance of system stability through
macroprudential and microprudential surveillance, regulation and supervision.

Non-Bank Financial Sector also remained strong and robust with adequate liquidity and capital
adequacy levels. A new rule on Annual License Fees for LFCs was issued.

The CBSL took action to expand and enhance retail payment systems including Common ATM
Switch (CAS), Common Electronic Fund Transfer Switch (CEFT) and the Shared Services
Switch which were implemented under the Common Card and Payment Switch (CCAPS).

Agency Services on Behalf of the Government

Public debt management

Governments financing needs were met at the lowest possible cost, while managing the debt stocks
at a prudent level of risk. A 10-year International Sovereign Bond was issued and the benchmark
yield curve was activated by conducting 37 Treasury bond auctions with medium to long maturities.
Further, initial steps were taken to set up the Central Counter Party system.
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Average Time to Maturity of the
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Foreign Exchange Management

Steps were taken to further liberalise exchange controls to facilitate foreign exchange transactions
supporting growing economic activities. Action was also taken with regard to resolution of non-
compliance through the conduct of investigations and litigation in respect of violations.

Regional Development

e In order to ensure increased flow of credit and information to the Micro Medium and Small
Enterprises (MSME) sector and to assist in balanced growth, RDD has been engaging in the
conduct of awareness programmes and in the implementation of a number of credit schemes.
Measures were taken to enhance financial inclusion with the assistance of commercial and
specialised banks. Interest subsidy loan schemes and donor funded loan schemes were
continued and credit guarantees for several loan schemes were provided.

e The CBSL also took steps to establish provincial level departments during 2015 in order to
further the Bank’s regional outreach. Further, a Department of Supervision of Microfinance
Institutions was established to supervise microfinance activities under the proposed
Microfinance Act.

e Acting as the branch office of the CBSL in Regional level, the regional offices (ROs) continued
to facilitate the core activities of the Bank (EPF, Currency re-circulation etc).

e The ROs were able to conduct several workshops, seminars and awareness programmes to
educate the public on the economy, CBSL credit schemes, skills development, financial literacy
etc.

Employees’ Provident Fund Management

CBSL ensured that the Employees’ Provident Fund is managed effectively to offer the optimum
return and retirement benefit to members even amidst highly volatile market conditions. Many
initiatives were taken during the government’s 100 day programme including establishing EPF
counters at the regional offices to expand operations; establishing a system to collect member
contributions through commercial banks; and introducing an SMS alert facility was to track refund
status and housing loan status by members.
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Real Return on Investment of EPF Department
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Currency Issue and Management

e CBSL continued to issue currency notes and coins to meet public demand, arranged currency
printing and minting of coins, conducted public awareness programs to improve currency usage
practices and continued to assist law enforcement authorities to deal with instances of violations
of the provisions in the Monetary Law Act with respect to the legal tender.

e CBSL also took steps to conduct public awareness through educating the public on security
features of currency notes, the clean note policy and preventing the willful defacement and
mutilation of currency notes.

Risk management and compliance activities

A Risk Management Department and a Legal and Compliance Department were established during
2015 with a view to strengthening the risk management function and governance and compliance of
the CBSL.

3.2.5. Securities and Exchange Commission of Sri Lanka (SEC)

Performance 2015

I. The Proposing of Amendments to the SEC Act: In 2015 the Commission appointed a Special
Review Committee headed by Mr. K. Kanag-Isvaran P.C. to study the draft amendments proposed
in 2013 and to prepare same according to the drafting conventions followed in Sri Lanka. The
committee has reviewed Part I, IT and III of the proposed amendments and is currently reviewing
Part IV of the proposed amendments. The new Act will align our regulatory framework with
International Organisation of Securities Commissions (IOSCO) Standards.

II. New Take-overs and Mergers Code: The draft of the new Take-overs and Mergers Code was
prepared and was referred for public consultation.

I11. Demutualization of the CSE: The SEC is in the process of converting the CSE from a mutual
company owned by its members into a company owned by shareholders in order to increase
efficiency.

IV. Regulatory Interventions to Protect the Interests of Investors

The following regulatory actions were performed in pursuance of the objectives of the SEC to
protect the interests of investors and the creation and the maintenance of a level playing field in the
Market.

e Suspension of trading of a Public Listed Company: The SEC directed the CSE to suspend the
trading of shares of Miramar Beach Hotel PLC in terms of the Listing Rules with effect from
26™ February 2015 until all outstanding Interim Financial Statements and Annual Reports are
released to the market. The Company has been on the Default Board of the CSE since 2009.
The directive was issued by the SEC to suspend the trades of the Company with one month’s
notice to the public to protect the interests of investors.

¢ Directive to hold an EGM to comply with undertakings given in the prospectus - Kalpitiya
Beach Resort PL.C: The SEC directed the company to hold an EGM to give a viable alternative
to the shareholders in respect of the proposed construction of the resort hotel in Kalpitiya as the
hotel was not constructed within the time period given in the prospectus.

e Directive issued on the debenture issue of EAP Broadcasting Company Limited: The SEC
directed the CSE to defer the opening date of the debenture issue of EAP Broadcasting
Company Limited until a rating is obtained from an independent rating agency. This directive
was issued consequent to a matter in the nature of a possible conflict of interest arising between
the issuer and the rating agency that rated the debenture issue.

e Directive relating to a prohibition to canvass new clients - Nations Lanka Equities (Pvt)
Ltd: A Directive was issued to Nations Lanka Equities (Pvt) Ltd prohibiting them from
canvassing new clients. This was issued as a result of the continuous non compliance by the
company with client fund adequacies and certain other capital requirements imposed by the
Stockbroker Rules of the CSE.

V. Approvals

e Country, Regional and Global Funds: During the year 2015, the SEC approved 154 global,
regional and country funds to invest in listed securities in Sri Lanka and noted 65 name
changes.

e Waivers in terms of Rule 54 (b) of the Listing Rules of the CSE: During the year under
review a Waiver was granted to Renuka Foods PLC to issue ordinary voting shares of Renuka
Foods PLC via a private placement to CJ Patel & Company and Eagle View Management
Limited in exchange for their shares in Shaw Wallace Ceylon Limited.

e Approvals for De-listing Applications: Two companies were de-listed in terms of the De-
listing Rules set out in the SEC Rules. The Companies were:
1. NDB Capital Holdings PLC
2. Finlays Colombo PLC

e Monitoring the maintenance of a Minimum Public Holding as a Continuous Listing
Requirement: Twenty two companies made applications to the SEC seeking further time to
comply with the Listing Rules of the Colombo Stock Exchange (CSE) relating to the
maintenance of a Minimum Public Holding. Having considered the aforesaid applications, the
SEC has granted approval to the requests for the extension of time.
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VI. Licensing/Registration and Supervision of Regulated Entities

60 on-site visits and 1,794 Off — site reviews were made on Stock Brokers & Debt Broker, Stock
Dealers & Debt Dealer, Margin Providers, Investment Managers, Credit Rating Agencies,
Underwriters, Clearing House, Unit Trusts, Unit Trust Managing Companies. Also, 130 Renewals
and 09 new Licenses were issued during 2015.

3.2.6. Credit information Bureau (CRIB)

Performance 2015

The growth momentum continued from 2014 fuelled by low interest rates and supportive macro
conditions that prevailed in many economic segments resulting in more banks extending credit to
individuals and private sector businesses. The bureau data base now receives monthly updates of

7.5 million individual borrowers an increase of 15% on a year on year (YOY) basis. During 2015
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CRIB issued a total of 5.7 million credit reports to the industry of which 96% were consumer credit

reports recording an increase of 53% on a YOY basis.

On the revenue front CRIB was able to exceed its annual financial targets by recording a growth in

the operational income of Rs 25million, an increase of 3% on YOY basis.

An initiative to upgrade the technology infrastructure in order to deliver more value to the lending
industry while enhancing service efficiency of the bureau is in progress. CRIB continues to
spearhead the project to reform and strengthen the legislative framework of the Secured

Transactions (ST) System in Sri Lanka.

CRIB continued its public awareness and user education Programs Island wide providing an insight
into its role in the credit market and facilitating credit officers and other staff in the lending
institutions to better understand and prudently interpret credit reports for risk management

purposes.

3.2.7. National Insurance Trust Fund

Performance - 2015

e Total Aggregate Income from all operations including Mandatory Reinsurance, SRCC & T
Fund, Agrahara Scheme, General Insurance Operations, Collection of Crop Levy and other
special insurance schemes amounted to Rs. 8,212 Million for the year ending 31* December
2015. This reflects a growth of 2% over the last year.

e Income from Mandatory Reinsurance ceded by general insurance companies amounted to
Rs. 1,789 Million recording a minus growth of 12%.

e Income from SRCC and T Fund grew by 6% to record Rs. 3,017 Million for the year. The
main contributor to this growth is better performance recorded by the general insurance
market.

e Income from Agrahara members collected through salary deductions increased to Rs. 1,237
Million compared with Rs 1,095 Million in the last year. This is a result of adding more
institutions to the network.

e Income from General Insurance business increased by 69% to record Rs. 279 Million for the
Year 2015 compared to 165 Million in 2014. This is due to more focused marketing
activities carried out targeting public sector institutions.

e Income collected by way of Crop Levy from Banks, Finance Companies and Insurance
Companies recorded Rs. 1,248 Million for the year under review recording an increase of
5%.

e Total Claims incurred in respect of Reinsurance, SRCC and T Fund Operations, Agrahara
Scheme and General Insurance Operations amounted to Rs. 3,228 Million recording an
increase of 1% over the last year.
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Total cost incurred in respect of Reinsurance, SRCC & T Fund Operations and General Insurance
Operations amounted to Rs. 947 Million recording an increase of 36% over the last year.
Significant contributors to the increase in this was from the increase of commission expenses of
Reinsurance & SRCC & T.

Total Expenses incurred by NITF during the year 2015 amounted to Rs.222 Million recording an
increase of expenses by 28%. Main contributor to this is the significant increase in employee
benefit expenses in 2015.

Total Expenses incurred by NITF during the year 2015 amounted to Rs.4,396 Million recording
an increase in expenses by 8% compared to 2014.

Total Investment Income generated by investing the NITF funds in a range of Government
Securities (Repos, Treasury Bills, Treasury Bonds, SL Development Bonds, etc.) amounted to Rs.
771 Million during the year under review denoting a growth of 21%.

Total capital expenditure for the year amounted to Rs. 4.5 Million representing 21% of the
approved budget.

The profit generated by NITF from all the above activities for the year 2015 amounted to Rs.
4,594Million. This reflects an increase of 0.24% compared to 2014.

NITF has been a significant contributor to the Consolidated Fund throughout its existence. In the
year 2015 too, it transferred Rs. 3,000 Million to the Consolidated Fund.

Other Achievements during 2015: A number of steps have been taken during the year to
improve the Risk Management process of NITF and to enhance the level of service provided to
institutional and individual customers. Some of these are briefly described below.

v" Risk Management and Governance Improvements

* Floated an international tender to select a panel of reinsurers to provide protection to NITF
balance sheet in the event of a natural catastrophe or any large claim exceeding Rs. One Billion
through a Retrocession Programme. The selection of an international reinsurance broker &
Placement has been completed and the Retrocession Programme came into effect from 1%
January 2016.

* Established an Investment Committee comprising Board Members to guide the Management on
Investment Activities and monitor the performance of investments on a periodic basis. This
functions independently of the Audit Committee and reports to the Board.

v" Customer Service Improvements

* Introduced a web based system for insurance companies to monitor status of Reinsurance and
SRCC claims.

*  Commenced sending SMS alerts to Agrahara and Motor insurance customers on settlement of
claims.

* Expedited Agrahara claims payment process. Currently, most claims are settled within one week
of submitting the required documentation.

* Entered into MOUs with private hospitals (10) including Lanka Hospitals, Nawaloka Hospitals,
Hemas Hospitals, Northern Central Hospital, Osro Hospital Kegalle etc. to obtain concessionary
charges and facilities for Agrahara members.

* Established a 24 hour call center to assist motor insurance and Agrahara customers around the
clock at their time of need.

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3.2.9. Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka (PUCSL)

Performance 2015

The Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka as the Economic, Technical and Safety regulator of
the electricity industry and the shadow regulator of the Lubricants has completed the following,
during the one year period of 2015.

L. Licensing: All players in the electricity industry are required to obtain a licence or an
exemption from the Commission as per the Sri Lanka electricity Act no 28 of 2009. The
terms and conditions of the license or exemption bring the licensee or exempted party
under the regulatory preview of the Commission.

71 licenses have been granted to small power producers with the occurrence of the Hon. Minister.
Another 37 applications are being processed as per provisions in the regulations.

II. Public consultations: The commission is required to consult affected parties when
making a decision. The consultation is hold on the basis of written representations, oral
representations or both. The Commission held four public Consultations for year 2015

e Public Consultation on “The Long Term Generation Expansion Plan 2015-2034”

e Public Consultation Formulation of Guidelines for the Purpose of Being Satisfied that a
Person does not have Sufficient means to Defray Expenses Incurred by Distribution
Licensees in Connecting and Supplying Electricity

e Public Consultation on Annual Activity Plan-2016

e Public Consultation Implementation of a Single Standard for Plugs and Socket Outlets in Sri
Lanka for Non-industrial Applications

III. Awareness programs (Electricity Safety)

It was revealed that the number of electrocutions reporting per year in Sri Lanka is very high
compared to the international benchmarks associated with electrocution, according to the
Electrocution Analysis in Sri Lanka which was done by Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka
(PUCSL).

To address the issue, PUCSL conducted 18 awareness programs in 18 schools, 12 awareness
programs in National Institute of Education, 18 awareness programmes in Sri Lankan Police, Island
wide to educate public on electrical safety.
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Section 3 (1) (e) of Sri Lanka Electricity Act 2009 requires the Public Utilities Commission of Sri
Lanka (Commission) to publish a statement outlining the Consumer rights and obligations of the
electricity consumers. Accordingly PUCSL launched the Rights & Obligations statement for
electricity consumers in year 2015.

Main objectives of publishing this statement is to create an awareness among the electricity
consumers of their rights which is vital for consumer protection, make them aware of the levels of
the quality of service Licensee is expected to provide and also to educate the consumers of their
obligations, fulfilment of which will be an essential requirement for the provision of an efficient
electricity service.

PUCSL distributed 19,118 copies of Electricity Consumer Rights and Obligation statement among
CEB , LECO and District , Divisional Secretaries and Grama Niladari officers to make the
statement accessible to any person who wish to know about their rights and obligations and seek
commission help if any matter.

V. Electricity Tariff & charges

Electricity tariff and charges operational in the sector is valid and legal only after it is approved by
the Commission. The Commission approved tariff and charges proposed by licensees with
necessary adjustments in consultation with them.

Based on generation cost and sales forecast filed by the licensees (CEB and LECO), The
Commission has issued Bulk Supply Tariffs (transfer tariffs between transmission and distribution
licensees) for the first and second half of the year 2015. The Commission has commenced the major
electricity tariff review process for the period 2016 — 2020. The cost filed by CEB and LECO for
the period are being scrutinized by the Commission.The commission approval has been granted for
the time of use tariff for 3 phase consumers and reduction (about 50%) on connection charges for I-
1 category industrial consumers.
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VI. Introduction of Time of Use Tariff for Domestic Users

The Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka approved the Time of Use tariff (TOU) for the
domestic consumers with effect from September 2015. This has been designed as an optional tariff
for domestic users who consume a 3-phase, 30 A or above power supply.A charge of Rs. 13/ kWh
for Off Peak (2230 — 0530 hrs), Rs.25/ kWh for Day (0530-1830 hrs), Rs.54.00/ kWh for Peak
(1830-2230 hrs) were imposed. In addition, a fixed charge of Rs. 540 per month was imposed.

VII. Regulations and Guidelines

The Commission recommended the “Electricity (Transmission Performance Standards) Regulation
to the Ministry of Power and Energy in 2015. The final Report was drafted on the Guidelines on
Regulatory Accounting for Licensees and Regulation on Electricity Trading Arrangements between
Licensees

Guidelines on information required by Distribution Licensees to ascertain whether a person
requiring a supply of electricity does not have sufficient means to defray in total the expenses
incurred by the Distribution Licensee in providing the line, plant or supply of electricity submitted
to the legal draftsman. Initial steps were taken to draft regulations on disadvantaged group of
consumers.

VIII. Inspections

The commission inspected 12 sites on power quality, 26 schools on electricity safety and conducted
07 inspections on dispute resolution, 01 Electrocution inspections and 03 unsafe location
inspections.
