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Intellectual Property System in Sri Lanka

The Intellectual Property system in Sri Lanka, which commenced in the year 1860, is at present
governed by the Intellectual Property Act, No. 36 of 2003. While the Act covers diverse areas of
intellectual property such as patents, trademarks, industrial designs, unfair competition, layout
designs of integrated circuits, copyright and related rights, it also provides provisions for
administration and enforcement of intellectual property rights. Sri Lanka is a member of the
following major International Conventions on intellectual property; the Berne Convention for the
Protection of Literary and Artistic Works, the Paris Convention for the Protection of Industrial
Property, the Patent Co-operation Treaty, the Trademarks Law Treaty, the Universal Copyright
Convention and the Agreement on Trade Related aspects of Intellectual Property Rights.

Administration of Intellectual Property

The administration of Intellectual Property mainly includes the copyright related activities and
the registration of trademarks, patents, industrial designs, Intellectual Property Agents and
Collective Societies and post registration activities such as renewals of registrations, assignments
and license contracts. The following results have been achieved in the area of the Intellectual
Property Administration.

Trademarks
The Office undertakes the examination of trademarks, service marks, collective marks and

certification marks for which registration is sought, as to form, substance and legality and grants
the registration for those qualified. Further, it attends to renewals, assignments and licence
contracts related administrative work and collects and disseminates information relating to
marks. The statistics relating to receipt of applications and activities completed during the
specified period of time are given below.

Copyright and Related Rights

The Office promotes the protection of copyright and related rights. Currently four (04) requests
have been received for dispute settlement and necessary action is being taken in this respect.

Infrastructure Development

The major area on focus was the automation of the intellectual property administration. The
system is now in full operation with regard to trademarks, patents and industrial designs. Studies
are under way to introduce computerized system for the Shroff counter and to provide e-mail
facilities to all the officers of the Institution for official duties. A major problem encountered is
the absence of an Information Technology Officer to assign the IT responsibilities. Once an
officer is appointed, proposed plans will be implemented.

Strengthening Awareness, Capacity Building and Special Programmes

The promotion of public awareness on the subject of intellectual property receives consideration
for the benefit of both the users and the owners of Intellectual Property. The Intellectual Property
Office has already undertaken to organize or actively contributed to organize nineteen (19)
activities including conferences and public seminars to which the target groups were both public
and private sectors. Ministry of Industry and Commerce, Ministry of Environment and
Renewable Energy, Ministry of Science and Technology, National Institute of Indigenous
Medicine, Sri Lanka Inventors Commission, University of Moratuwa, Medium-Sized Industries
Board, Sri Lanka Judges’ Institute and various institutions in the private sector participated in
these activities.

In addition, an awareness workshop was held on 30t October 2014 in collaboration with the
Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Central Province.

On the job training for the staff is always encouraged. In addition, eighteen (18) officers were
provided with the opportunity to undergo foreign training.

A workshop on “patent drafting” with the assistance of the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO) was held for five days at the Sri Lanka Foundation Institute from 21st of
April to 25t April 2014. Discussion sessions on “Integrating Intellectual Property into
formulation of an Innovation Policy in Sri Lanka” were held from 02rd -06th July 2014. This too
was organized with the collaboration of WIPO. National Intellectual Property Office, United
States Patent and Trademark Office and Global Intellectual Property Academy jointly organized
a workshop on “Exchange of Best Practices used in Patent and Trademark Examination” from
16th to 19t June at the Hilton Hotel, Colombo.

The second meeting on setting up of Technology and Innovation Support Centres (TISCs) in Sri
Lanka under the title “Developing of the project on Technology and Innovation Support Centres
(TISCs)” and a Program on “Providing an Innovation Support through access to Technical
Knowledge” were conducted on 30t 31st July and 01t August 2014 at Hotel Taj Samudra. The
Memorandum of Understanding was signed between the respective Director Generals of the




World Intellectual Property Office (WIPO) and the National Intellectual Property Office (NIPO)
of Sri Lanka to obtain necessary assistance with respect to TISCs project.

The WIPO/NIPO joint regional workshop on “Building Respect for IP” for the members of the
Judiciary took place on 24th and 25t November 2014. Further, a program for Judiciary and an IP
Strategy Meeting was held on 26t November 2014. “Making a Living in the Film Industry —
Copyright for Film Industry Professionals” was taken place on 15-16th December 2014.

United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) funded training for judicial
officers “Develop a comprehensive understanding of public health related TRIPs flexibilities and

their application to national Law” was conducted from 0314 - 05th December 2014.

Drafting of Legislation

Preliminarily action has already been taken in respect of drafting legislation to introduce a
voluntary registration of Copyrights and registration of Geographical Indications (GIs).

International Relations

In view of improving the domestic Intellectual Property System, this office maintains a close
relationship with World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) and offices and institutions
of other countries like Japanese Patent Office, Korean International Intellectual Property
Training Institute and United States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO).

Information and Advisory Service

This Office collects, stores and disseminates information pertinent to all the areas of intellectual
property for the benefit of those who are interested in the field of intellectual property such as
business enterprises, industrial institutes, research and development institutions and inventors.
Further, it provides expertise and advisory service to inventors, industrialists, authors of literary
and artistic work and for the research and development institutions upon their request. NIPO
website is in operation. An information desk is in operation for prompt dissemination of
information and advice. 8,810 public searches were conducted during the period. Advisory
services have been provided to 11,563 persons.

Cooperation with Governmental and Non-Governmental Institutions

This office has provided assistance to several Governmental and Non-Governmental Institutions
with regard to intellectual property related activities. Ministry of Industry and Commerce,
Department of Export Agriculture, Sri Lanka Judges’ Institute, Ministry of External Affairs,
Department of Immigration and Emigration, National Film Corporation, United Nations
Development Programme, Legal Draftsman’s Department, Attorney General’s Department,
National Gem and Jewellery Authority, Ceylon Chamber of Commerce, Ministry of Agriculture,
Ministry of Minor Export Crops Promotion, Sri Lanka Spice Council, Sri Lanka Cashew
Corporation, Sri Lanka Chamber of Small and Medium Industry and various institutions in the
private sector.




Agents
21 new agents were registered and renewals of 23 registered agents were carried out.
Financial Activities

Since this is an income-generating Department, it maintains the Intellectual Property Fund
established under the Intellectual Property Act by means of collecting fees.

Future Plans for 2015

. NIPO will continue to provide resource personnel to the workshops organized by other
institutions on the subject of intellectual property.

Steps will be taken to facilitate the access to intellectual property information through the
internet in stages via a network.

The services provided by the National Intellectual Property Office will be made easily
accessible to general public by establishing Technology and Innovation Support Centers
(TISCs) in collaboration with Regional Industry Service Centers. Subsequent to an
advertisement published in the National Newspapers in early 2015, three (03) TISCs have
already been established at the Coordinating Secretariat for Science, Technology and
Innovation (COSTTI), University of Sri Jayawardenapura and University of Moratuwa.
Further, it is expected to establish TISCs at the Inventors Commission and the National
Science Foundation.

. Adoption of Madrid Protocol in respect of international registration of trademarks has
also been taken into consideration in order to facilitate local business community to
obtain international registration for their marks.

The amendments to the Intellectual Property Act, No. 36 of 2003 will be drafted to
incorporate provisions in the “Marrakesh Treaty” in respect of facilitating access to
published works for persons who are blind, visually impaired or otherwise print disabled.
