4. Rationale of Project:
4.1 General information

Staple food of Sri Lanka is paddy. Paddy is grown in two main seasons; Yala and
Maha. On average, the annual extent sown paddy is 870,000 ha. Out of that 560,000 ha
are grown in Maha season and the remaining 310,000 ha grown under Yala season.
About 1.8 million farm families are engaged in paddy cultivation island-wide. Their

main income source is paddy cultivation.

As the harvest is twice per year and it comes to the market in a short period of time, The
demand for paddy during the harvest seasons is very low. However, most of the farmers
sell their product just after harvest due to several reasons. Some farmers sell their
products in the field itself without proper drying and cleaning at cheaper rates. One

reason is lack of storage facility for individual farmers, other reasons are to reduce the
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extra operations required for proper drying and storageand to recover their credits
obtained to invest inputs during cultivation such as fertilizer, agro chemicals, labor and

land preparation etc.

The price of paddy during harvest season is very low. As the farmers sell their paddy
just after harvest the income from the cultivation is very low. However the price of
paddy is higher during off seasons. Most of the farmers’ donot have stock to sell during
the off season. Therefore, the paddy cultivation is becoming an unprofitable cultivation

for most of the farmers.

Government has been purchasing paddy from the farmers at a guaranteed price through
thePaddy Marketing Board. Basically the quantity is around 10% of the total harvest. In
addition, few government agencies are involving in paddy purchasing such as co-
operative establishment and district secretariats. The aim of the process is to maintain
higher market price for paddy to facilitate farmers to get higher income. Around 40% of
the total production is stored by the farmers for their own consumption. The remaining
amount is purchased by the private sector millers and merchants. Private sector millers
have been purchasing paddy at lesser price than guaranteed price. However, due to the
government intervention, the price of paddy in open market has been stabilized at

certain level around the guaranteed price.

Currently, the Paddy Marketing board has around 235,000 MT capacities to store paddy
stores located island wide. Based on the condition and the security status of the stores
they have been categorized to three categories. The stores that have been constructed or
renovated during recent years were recognized under category “A”(47 stores). In
addition, there are 80 stores identified as “B” grade which need minor repairs. The
remaining 100 stores are categorized as “C” and the condition of these stores are not

suitable to store food items.

Several paddy cultivation areas still don’t have enough storage facilities. Therefore, to
secure the farmers, PMB is purchasing paddy in temporary places and transporte to
Main stores. Handling and transportation cost is very high in this process.

The levels of grain loss in stores depend on the standard of the store and it is
experienced that around 5 to 10 % of the stored grains have deteriorated due to the poor

conditions of certain stores.
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4.2 Project Objectives

Enhance the existing standards of the stores in order to reduce the stock losses and to

maintain condition of stored paddy that are kept for human consumption.

This project intends to achieve the following specific objectives.
e Reduce the postharvest losses of paddy
e Maintain hygienic condition with in the stores required for paddy
e Reduce the extra expenditure for mobile purchase.
e Extend the opportunity of farmers in rural areas to sell their paddy at
competitive price.

e Provide quality rice to the consumer at reasonable price

4.3 Specific issues to be addressed by project

The changes of the environmental conditions such as wind, rainfall and temperature
affect to the paddy stored in stores. In addition, birds, monkeys and wild animals such
as elephant attacks are also common. Further, the losses due to attacks from rodents
(rats) are significant in most of the stores. In order to avoid above stock losses, the only

solution is to maintain high standard storage facilities.

Most of the stores were constructed around 40 years ago. Walls of the most of the stores
were constructed using Tin sheets, which get damaged while permitting entry of small
creatures and rapidly propagating inside the stores. This will lead to restrictions in
controlling the pests. Floors of almost all the old stores are so weak that tend to increse
entry of rodents. The drainage systems of the stores have been blocked due to the
current development activities in surrounding. This condition will lead damping off
(entry of moisture from the floors of the store) while damaging the paddy stored in the

bottom layer.

Generally, paddy should be stacked on the pallets (Wooden / Plastic structure) to
facilitate ventilation and to avoid absorption of the moisture from the floor. However,

pallets are available in only around 5 % (present situation)of the stores of the PMB.
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Therefore, bottom layers of the stack become unsuitable for human consumption in
most of the stores.

Due to the above reasons, the losses may be increasing. In addition, damages caused to
paddy by animals as well as due to mixing of bird droppings, urine and excreta of the
living beings make the paddy unsuitable for human consumption. Further, it creates

harmful microbial growth.

Normally, a store should have a mini office, electricity supply and a toilet facility. Such
facilities are not available for around 80 % of the stores. This situation creates
inconvenience for the store manager, supporting staff (hired labors) and the farmers

waiting to sell their paddy.
4.4 Mode of intervention in terms of this project

The expected aims of the storage are to provide protection from the environmental
factors and the biological factors. In addition, sanitary condition of the stores is to be
maintained since the paddy is a food item. Therefore, standard conditions are to be
maintained in the store. Therefore, 100 stores have been identified to improve the

existing conditions.
4.4.1 Medium Scale Repairs

PMB has identified 100 stores that need medium scale repairs. Following are the

expected repairs;
Replacing the damaged tin sheets or Asbastus sheets in roof

Replacing the damaged corroded tin sheets, Asbastue or Amanor sheets fixed to

the walls of the building
Repairing the damages in walls
Repairing the drainage system

Replacing of wire mesh fixing in between walls and the roof to avoid entry of

birds and other animals such as monkeys.
Replacing or repairing of doors

Constructing the fence and fixing the gates to enhance the security.
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4.4.2 Construction of New stores

According to the recent study, PMB has identified 50 new stores to be constructed in

4.4.3 Providing Pallets

Generally the capacity of a PMB store is around 1000MT. It needs 500 pallets for one
store. Currently only few stores are equipped with pallets. Therefore, it is expected to

provide pallets for 150 stores.
4.4 4 Establishment of whole sale sales centers

Presently, PMB is not engaging in the process of rice and sales to the market as
specified in the PMB Act. Therefore, it is expected to establish wholesale sales centers
in at each regional office and one in Colombo.

4. 5 Relationship of project to national priorities

Government has spent rupees around Rs. 4 to 5 Billion to purchase paddy for a season.
Annually the amount may be beyond rupees 10 billion. Total cost for upgrading the
stores is less than 7 % of the annual investment used to purchase paddy. Therefore, it is
worth to improve the condition of the existing stores to avoid loss of purchased paddy

during a period of 5 to 10 years.
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5. Expected Project Outputs:

After, implementing the project, standards of existing 210 stores become upgraded

island wide. It will reduce the losses of the stored paddy causeddue to the defects in

storage as well as from the adverse weather and animals.

Establishing 50 new stores, the Government will be able to purchase paddy islandwide

without having limitations for storage thereby leading to stabilize the market price

during harvesting period in all over the country. Finally this will upgrade the living

conditions of the farmers.

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Introduction
1.1 INTRODUCTION

1.1.1. LEGAL BACKGROUND

Paddy Marketing Board is a government institution established under Parliament Act No. 14 of
1971

1.1.2. MANDATE

The mandate of the Paddy Marketing Board is

a) to carry on the business of purchasing, selling, supplying and distribution of paddy
and rice;

(b) to carry on the business and process of milling of paddy;

(c) to carry on any such other business as may be incidental or conducive to the

attainment of the objects referred to in paragraphs (a) and (b) above;

(d) to do all other things which in the opinion of the Board are necessary to

facilitate the proper carrying on of its business.

1.1.3. INSTUITIONAL HISTORY

1.1.3.1 PERIOD 1948 - 1971

The government purchased paddy trough the Department of Agrarian Services under a
Guaranteed Price Scheme
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1.1.3.2 PERIOD 1972 - 1978

Paddy purchasing, storing, milling functions were taken over by the Paddy Marketing Board
(PMB) in 1972. The co-operatives collected the paddy from the farmer on behalf of the PMB,
which hired private millers to process the paddy. The millers handed over the rice to Food
Commissioner’s Department, which in turn issued it to the co-operatives for distribution to the
consumers on ration. The PMB also involved in maintaining a "Buffer-Stock Scheme" for rice
by using its regional warehouses in each region.

1.1.3.3. PERIOD 1978 - 2000

The role of government in marketing paddy/rice was changed with the introduction of
economic liberalization policies in 1977. In 1978, the PMB act was amended and allowed the
private sector to involve in marketing rice based on competition. As a result of the intense
competition, there was a dramatic reduction in the government's market share in purchasing
paddy. In 1990 the Paddy Marketing Board became inactive due to shortage of employees
because of termination of 2,560 employees paying compensation. A resolution was submitted
to the Parliament on 05" April 2000 to dissolve the PMB but it was not success.

1.1.3.4PERIOD 2006 — 2007

In 2006, Sri Lanka Agricultural Products Marketing Authority was established under the
Companies Registration Act to purchase paddy trough Co-operative Whole Sale
Establishments, Co-operative Network and farmer organization. The adopted mechanism was
to purchase paddy from five cultivation zones handled by five managers and supervised by five
assistant commissioners. However, the exercise was not successful due to non-availability of
sufficient staff.

1.1.3.5 PERIOD 2008 — TO DATE

A cabinet paper was submitted to the Cabinet of Ministers for reestablishing Paddy Marketing
Board and approved on 25.07.2007. The new Director Board was appointed on 01/09/2007
and first board meeting of the re-established PMB was held on 09/01/2008. PMB re-
commenced paddy purchasing in 2008 YALA season.
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1.1.4. MAIN BUSINESS BACKGROUND.

Rice is the staple food in the country and is the main source of calories in the Sri Lankan diet.
Therefore, paddy sector plays an important role in agricultural sector in Sri Lanka. In 2011 it
has contributed 12 per cent to the agriculture sector GDP and 1.7 per cent to the total GDP.
Paddy occupies the largest land area under agriculture and in the year 2011, the gross extent
sown was 650,000 ha. Generally, paddy occupies about 45 per cent of the total permanent
agriculture land holdings. A majority of the paddy farmers, 70 per cent, are smallholders with a
land area of less than 1 ha. Paddy is cultivated during two seasons, Maha and Yala. Maha
(October to March) season usually accounts for about 65 per cent of theannual production and
the rest 35 per cent coming from the yalaseason (April to September). Two thirds of the
paddy extent is grown under irrigated conditions and the paddy crop is heavily dependent on
rainfall. After milling, paddy is known as rice. The average per capita consumption is about 300
grams of rice and it provides about 1,050 Kcal per day, meeting 45 per cent of the per capita
protein requirement. Given the significance of the paddy sector in the Sri Lankan economy, all
successive governments have placed a greater emphasis on increasing paddy production in
order to achieve self-sufficiency. Therefore, a largeramount of investments were geared
towards the improvement of the paddy sector. Large scale irrigation projects, land
development and settlement schemes, free provision of irrigation water, fertilizer subsidies
and guarantied prices were some of the investments made in order to improve the sector
performance. This has improved the paddy cultivation in the country and at present country is
enjoying a self sufficiency level. In Sri Lanka, more than half of the production of paddy comes
to the market as the surplus. In marketing this surplus, both the private and the government
sector institutions play a role. However, the level of operation by these groups has changed
significantly over the years.

1.1.5. PMB'’S CHALLENGE

Market price of the paddy during harvesting period is becoming very low. The production is
varying as per the climatic condition. During the normal climatic situation, the production is
very high. As the farmer doesn’t practice of storing paddy to sell during of season; grater
percentage of the production reaches to the market during harvesting season. The ultimate
result is the decreasing the market price. Once the market price became low, most of the
farmers try to sell their harvest to PMB stores as PMB purchase paddy at guaranteed price.
This will create limitation of funds as well as storage facilities. Most of the time, farmers
protest to influence Government to increase funds and to facilitate additional storage.

If the climatic condition is worst, most of the mill owners try to strength their stocks which
create an increase of price for rice. The most of the farmers try to sell their paddy to other
millers in this circumstance.
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1.1.6. PMB OPERATING ENVIRONMENT

PMB re-established in 2007 and paddy purchasing re-commenced in 2008. Initially,the
Treasury allocated Rs. 158 million to purchased paddy.

Within the framework of re-established Institution with heavy liabilities carried forward, the
PMB contrives to meet the demands of all paddy farmers, sellers, farmer organizations,
consumers, amidst the social, economic, and political constraints. The competitive
environment in which the PMB is currently operating challenges the levels of best practices
and high performance. Thus, a continuous assessment of the internal and external conditions
affecting its performance is therefore imperative.

1.1.6.1. INTERNAL

The PMB recognizes the importance of maintain higher price for paddy farmers and
reasonableprice level for rice consumers while maintaining sufficient buffer stock.

It identified weak areas that need to be strengthening.

- adequate storage facility

In addition, Ministry of Rural Economic Affairs attached 29 officers for the PMB. Later, the
Management Plan is arranged in accordance with the divisional functions with theOutcomes
set out in line with the responsibilities of the divisional sections.

PMB initiated automating its activities within the PMB including stores management. Pilot
study has been implementing for two regions and the Head office.
